WHEREAS, In 1900 the Congress of the United States granted
the American Red Cross a charter, nmaking the vol unteer
organi zati on responsi bl e for providing services to nenbers of
the armed forces of the United States and relief to disaster
victinms at hone and abroad; and

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to energencies; and

WHEREAS, For nore than a century, the Anerican Red Cross has
been at the forefront of hel ping Arericans prevent, prepare for
and respond to large and small disasters, and just as famlies
and communities depend on the Red Cross in tines of need, the
Red Cross depends on the support of the American people to help
sustain the foundation; and

WHEREAS, The Anerican Red Cross strives to prevent and
