MUNICTPATL ASSISTANCE

Section 291. Municipal redevelopment assistance.

The coordinator appointed for a municipality shall, as part

Section 292. Code enforcement officer.

The code enforcement officer hired under this subchapter

shall assist the municipality in processing building and zoning

applications and give priority to approving applications that

will curb blight and promote economic development.

Section 293. Prohibition.

A code enforcement officer hired under this subchapter must

be an individual, not a third-partyv agency—=, WITH RELEVANT

EXPERIENCE OR TRAINING IN THE ENFORCEMENT OF MUNICIPAT PROPERTY

MAINTENANCE ORDINANCES.

Section 294. Main Street Program and Elm Street Program

MANAGERS.

The coordinator shall hire ke A Main Street Program

coordiaateor—or MANAGER AND Elm Street Program eeordinateor—

MANAGER according to the guidelines for the Keystone Communities

Program to assist the coordinator and the municipality in

revitalization efforts within the community.

Section 295. Funding.

The department shall reimburse the municipality for which a

coordinator has been appointed for the salaries of +he—

addittenat ANY code enforcement officer amd—+he, Main Street

Program eeoordimater—or MANAGER AND Elm Street Program

coordinateor MANAGER at the following rates for eight vears:

(1) Years one and two - 100%

(2) Years three through five - 80%

(3) Years six through eight - 50%

Section 296. Notice of funding.

Upon the initial appropriation of sufficient funds to carry

out the provisions of this act or a determination by the
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department that sufficient funds are available from within the

Municipalities Financial Recovery Revolving Aid Fund or another

existing source to carry out the provisions of this subchapter,

the department shall transmit notice to the Legislative

Reference Bureau for publication in the Pennsvlvania Bulletin.

Section 297. Municipalities exiting distressed level.

If the secretaryv terminates the distressed status of a

municipality before eight vears have elapsed since the adoption

of the exit plan, the municipality shall continue to receive

funding in accordance with section 295, until the eight vyears

have expired.

Section 2 3. This act shall take effect as follows:

(1) The addition of section 296 of the act shall take
effect immediately.

publication of the notice under section 296 of the act.
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
