The act of Cctober 10, 1974 (P.L.705, No.235),
known as the Lethal Wapons Training Act, is anmended by adding a
section to read:

Section 10.1. Active Police Oficers.--All active police

18, 1974 (P.L.359, No.120), referred to as the Minicipal Police

Educati on and Trai ning Law, shall be granted a wai ver of the

training requirenents of this act upon presentation to the

conmmi ssi oner of evidence of their conpletion of the training




requi renents of the Minicipal Police Educati on and Trai ni ng Law

and the successful conpletion of a biennial firearns

pol i ce agency.
