Section 428. Library G rculation Records.--Records rel ated
to the circulation of library materials which contain the names
or other personally identifying details regarding the users of
the State Library or any local library which is established or

mai nt ai ned under any |aw of the Comonweal th or the library of



any university, college or educational institution chartered by
the Comonwealth or the library of any public school or branch
readi ng room deposit station or agency operated in connection

therewith, shall be confidential and shall not be nmde avail abl e

except to a parent or qguardi an regardi ng records pertaining to

the parent's or quardian's m nor child.
