The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1724(a) of Title 62 of the Pennsylvani a
Consol i dat ed Statutes, added Decenber 3, 2002 (P.L.1147,

No. 142), is anended to read:
§ 1724. Jurisdiction.

(a) Exclusive jurisdiction.--The board shall have excl usive
jurisdiction to arbitrate clainms arising fromall of the
fol | ow ng:

(1) A contract entered into by a Commonweal th agency in
accordance with this part and filed with the board in
accordance with section 1712.1 (relating to contract
controversies).

(2) A witten agreenent executed by a Comonweal t h

agency and the Ofice of Attorney General in which the



parties expressly agree to utilize the board to arbitrate
di sputes arising fromthe agreenent.

(3) Unless otherw se provided by |law, a contract entered
into by a Commonweal t h agency involving real property
interests in which the Commonweal th agency is the respondent.

(4) Property di sputes between the Departnent of

Transportati on and the Departnent of Conservati on and Nat ur al

Resources or between the Departnent of Transportation and the
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Pennsyl vani a Gane Conm ssion when land is required for a
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public project.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
