The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Cause (1) of section 493, act of April 12, 1951
(P.L.90, No.21), known as the "Liquor Code," is anended to read:
Section 493. Unlawful Acts Relative to Liquor, Malt and

Brewed Beverages and Licensees.--The term"licensee,"” when used
in this section, shall nmean those persons |icensed under the

provisions of Article 1V, unless the context clearly indicates

3 (1) Furnishing Liquor or Malt or brewed Beverages to Certain
4 Persons. For any licensee or the board, or any enpl oye, servant
5 or agent of such Iicensee or of the board, or any other person,
6 to sell, furnish or give any liquor or malt or brewed beverages,
7 or to permt any liquor or malt or brewed beverages to be sold,
8 furnished or given, to any person visibly intoxicated, [or to

9 any insane person,] or to any mnor[, or to habitual drunkards,
10 or persons of known intenperate habits].
