AN ACT

1 Anending the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), entitled

2 "An act providing for and reorgani zing the conduct of the

3 executive and adm nistrative work of the Commonweal th by the
4 Executive Departnment thereof and the adm nistrative

5 departnents, boards, conm ssions, and officers thereof,

6 i ncludi ng the boards of trustees of State Normal Schools, or
7 Teachers Col | eges; abolishing, creating, reorganizing or

8 aut hori zing the reorgani zation of certain admnistrative

9 departnments, boards, and conm ssions; defining the powers and
10 duties of the Governor and other executive and adm nistrative
11 of ficers, and of the several admnistrative departnents,

12 boards, comm ssions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the
13 Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive

14 and adm nistrative officers; providing for the appointment of
15 certain admnistrative officers, and of all deputies and

16 ot her assistants and enpl oyes in certain departnents, boards,
17 and comm ssions; and prescribing the manner in which the

18 nunber and conpensation of the deputies and all other

19 assi stants and enpl oyes of certain departnents, boards and
20 commi ssions shall be determ ned,” requiring the Departnent of
21 CGeneral Services to establish an experinental vehicle
22 district to evaluate the effectiveness of gasahol.
23 The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a

24 hereby enacts as follows:
25 Section 1. Section 2401.1, act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,
26 No.175), known as "The Adm nistrative Code of 1929," is anended
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by adding a clause to read:

Section 2401.1. Specific Powers of the Departnent of GCeneral
Services.--1n addition to all other powers and duties set forth
in this act, the Departnment of General Services shall have the
power, and its duty shall be:

(9.1) To establish an experinental vehicle district in which

all State vehicles shall be powered by gasahol, the ethanol

content of which shall have been nmanufactured from aqgri cul tural

products grown or waste generated within the Commonweal th. The

use of gasahol in State vehicles in the experinental district

shall be for a period of 18 nonths, after which tine the

departnent shall report to the General Assenbly on the

effecti veness of the use of gasahol.

Section 2. For purposes of this anendatory act, the
foll owi ng words and phrases as used in this anendatory act shal
have the foll owi ng nmeani ngs:

"Ethanol ." Al cohol made fromgrain or other agricultural
products or from agricultural wastes.

"Gasahol." A mxture of not |less than 7% and not nore than
10% et hanol and gasoline which is used as a substitute for
unl eaded gasol i ne.

"State vehicle." A passenger car or truck owned or |eased by
t he Commonweal t h of Pennsyl vani a.

Section 3. This act shall take effect imediately and shall

expire in three years.
