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A RESOLUTI ON
Directing the Speaker of the House of Representatives to appoint

a special bipartisan House Commttee to study the reasons for

and solution to the many industrial plant closings in

Pennsyl vani a.

WHEREAS, An i ncreasing nunber of industrial plants throughout
this Coomonwealth are closing their doors, sone tenporary, sone
permanent|ly, and others nmoving to the Sunbelt and ot her areas of
the country; and

WHEREAS, Each such cl osi ng has many adverse effects upon this
Commonweal th, in that it results in a reduction in our tax base,
a reduction in opportunities for enploynment and a decline in our
popul ation, productivity and prosperity; and

WHEREAS, In sonme areas of this Comonweal th industrial plant
cl osings have resulted in unenpl oynent as high as 25% of the
work force and have | eft thousands of our citizens unproductive

and wi t hout hope or opportunity to obtain enploynment through no

fault of their own; and
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WHEREAS, This problemis not limted to just our area but is
Statewi de and therefore a unified Statew de approach is needed
with a consistent set of policies and progranms to attack and
resolve the problem therefore be it

RESCLVED, That the Speaker of the House of Representatives
appoint a select conmmttee of eight nenbers, four fromthe
majority party and four fromthe mnority party, to address the
probl em of the increasing nunber of industrial plant closings
t hroughout this Commonweal th, the objective being to reverse
this trend; and be it further

RESCLVED, That the comm ttee may hol d hearings, take
testinmony and make its investigations at such places as it deens
necessary in this Conmonweal th. Each menber of the conmttee
shall have power to adm nister oaths and affirmations to
W t nesses appearing before the commttee. The Chief Cerk of the
House of Representatives shall be directed to nake such staffing
avai lable to the select commttee as may be necessary to
effectively carry out its study; and be it further

RESCLVED, That the select conmttee report its findings and

recommendati ons to the House of Representatives within 90 days.
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
