No person shall engage in the private detective or security
busi ness or advertise his or its business to be a private
detective business or security business, notw thstanding the
name or title used in describing the business, wthout having
first obtained a business |license. A separate |license shall be
obt ai ned for each location at which an office, branch office,
bureau, agency or subagency is nmintained for the conduct of the
private detective or security business.

§ 1302. Application for license.

(a) GCeneral rule.--Any person intending to conduct a private
detective business or other security business shall file with
the board a signed and verified application. If the applicant is
a partnership, association or corporation, the application shal
contain the information required in this section for, and shal
be signed and verified by, each individual conposing the
partnership or association or each principal officer and, unless
the stock of the corporation or its ultimte parent corporation
is listed on a National Securities Exchange or registered under
section 12 of the Federal Securities and Exchange Act of 1934,
each sharehol der owning nore than 5% of the shares of the
corporation. The application shall set forth his full nane, age,
resi dence, present and previous occupations, the address of the
princi pal place of business and the office, branch office,
bur eau, agency, subagency for which the business license is
desired, and such further information as may be required by the
board to show the good character, conpetency and integrity of

t he individual. The application shall also contain two
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phot ographs and the fingerprints of the two hands of each
appl i cant. The managi ng agent of the applicant for each | ocation
of its offices shall be identified and a copy of his private
detective or alarmagent |icense, or application for |icense,
shal | be incl uded.

(b) References.--Each individual or partnership who is an
appl i cant shall be recomended by not |ess than five reputable
citizens of the community in which he resides or for which the
business license is desired, who shall certify under oath that
he has personally known the individual for a period of at |east
five years prior to the filing of the application, that he has
read the application and believes each of the statenents nade
therein to be true, that the person is honest, of good character

and conpetent and not related or connected to him by bl ood or

marri age.
(c) Additional information for corporation.--In the case of
a corporation, the application shall include its nane, date and

pl ace of incorporation, the anount of its outstandi ng paid-up
capital stock and whether paid in cash or property and, if in
property, the nature of the property, and the names of not |ess
than three credit references. In addition, the corporate
applicant shall supply a certified copy of the certificate of

i ncor poration.

(d) Death, etc. of nenber or officer.--Notice of the death,

The
board shall al so obtain through the State Police or otherw se
crimnal history records, fingerprint conparative information
and such other information as it requires.

§ 1305. License.

(a) Issuance.--If after investigation the board is satisfied
of the good character, conpetency and integrity of the applicant
and a period of 45 days fromthe date of the filing of the
application has el apsed, the board shall issue and deliver to

the applicant a business license for the prem ses stated in the
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application. In the event verified objections to the issuance of
a license are filed with the board, he shall hold a public
hearing with notice to all interested parties prior to issuing
or refusing to issue the |icense.

(b) Fee and liability insurance.--Prior to the issuance of a
busi ness |icense, the applicant shall pay to the Commonweal t h
for each license a fee of $250, and shall file with the board
evidence that it has in force a general liability insurance
policy in an anount insuring against clainms of not |ess than
$300, 000 in the case of personal injuries and $100,000 in the
case of property damage witten by an insurance conpany
authorized to do business in this Conmonweal th. Each policy
shall contain an endorsenent that the policy will not be
cancel l ed or nodified without notification to the board.

(c) Form--The business license shall be in a form
prescri bed by the board and shall specify the full nane of the
applicant, the location of the principal office and the office,
branch office, bureau, agency or subagency for which the |license
is issued, the date on which it is issued, the date on which it
will expire and the nane and residence of each licensed private
detective or alarm agent enployed by it at that |ocation.

(d) Posting.--The business license shall be at all tines
di spl ayed in a conspicuous place in the office for which it is
i ssued.

(e) Advertisenent.--Every advertisenent by a business
Iicensee soliciting or advertising business shall contain the
Iicensee's nane and |icense nunber as they appear in the records
of the board.

(f) Revocation.--The business |icense shall be revocabl e at

any time by the board for cause shown. Every license shall be
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surrendered to the board within 72 hours after its term has
expired or after notice in witing to the holder that the

| i cense has been revoked. Any licensee failing to conply with
any of the provisions of this section conmmts a m sdeneanor of
the third degree. Such failure shall be sufficient cause for the
revocation of a license.

§ 1306. Transfer of license to another |ocation.

If a business licensee desires to transfer the license to a
pl ace other than that described in it, he shall prior thereto
apply to the board for |leave to transfer the |icense. The
application for transfer shall describe the prem ses to which
the transfer will be nade and the date of transfer. The board
shall cause an appropriate investigation to be made and, if he
is satisfied, authorize the transfer.

§ 1307. Renewal of license.

A business |icense shall be renewed biennially by the board
upon application at such tinme prior to expiration and in such
formas the board may prescribe and paynent of a biennial fee of
$200 and the filing of evidence of insurance as required for the
original license. The license shall be renewed w thout further
i nvestigation unless the applicant no longer qualifies for the
license or verified objections to the renewal are received by
the board prior to issuance. |If the board has received
information relevant to the renewal, he shall hold a public
hearing as provided for in the case of an original application.

applicability of part) providing he or it applies to the board
for alimted license. This limted |icense may be granted by
t he board notwi thstanding that the applicant does not neet the
experience qualifications of section 1323(a)(1) or (2) (relating
to qualifications for licensure) provided that the applicant
neets all other requirenments of this title relating to standards
of crimnal disqualification, inconpatible enploynent, character
fitness, personal references, age or other qualifications set by
t he board.

§ 1504. Uniforns and equi pnent.

(a) Return when enploynment term nated.--Any associate or
security guard issued a uniformor equi pnment by his enpl oyer
whose enploynment is termnated for any reason who fails or
refuses to return the uniformor equi pnent for any reason within
three days after the enploynent ceases, commits a m sdenmeanor of
the third degree.

(b) Waring official police uniform--A nmenber or enployee
of a public police force shall not wear his official police
uniformwhile performng security services for a private
enpl oyer unl ess authorized by the governing authority of the
political subdivision by which he is enpl oyed.

(c) Uniform standards.--The board may pronul gate standards
or guidelines relating to the design or color of security guard
unifornms so as to assure differentiation of public police and
security guard uniforns.

§ 1711. Unfair |abor practices.

It is a msdeneanor of the third degree for a private
detective or any enpl oyee of a business |icensee knowingly to
encourage, aid, commt or participate within or without this
Commonweal th in any unfair | abor practice.

§ 1712. Contingent or percentage fees.

It is unlawmful for a private detective or business |icensee
to furnish or performany private detective business service on
a contingent or percentage basis, or nmake or enter into any
agreenent for furnishing services of any kind or character by
the ternms or conditions of which agreenent the conpensation to
be paid for the services to the licensee is partially or wholly
contingent or based upon a percentage of the anmount of noney or
property recovered or dependent in any way upon the result
achieved. A violation of this section nmay be the basis for
denying the renewal of a |icense.

§ 1713. Unlicensed activities.

Any person, in violation of the provisions of Subchapter A of
Chapter 13 (relating to private detective and security
busi ness), who engages in the private detective OR SECURI TY
busi ness without a Iicense commts a m sdeneanor of the third
degr ee.

§ 1714. Fal se representations.

If the business licensee falsely represents that a person is
or has been in his enploy, such m srepresentation shall be
sufficient cause for the revocation of his |icense. Any person

who falsely represents that he is or has been a detective or
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enpl oyed by a |icensee conmts a m sdeneanor of the third
degree. Any person who files with the board the fingerprints,
phot ographs or application for registration of a person other
than the applicant conmits a m sdeneanor of the first degree.
§ 1715. Privileged information and fal se reports.

Any person who is or has been an enpl oyee of a business
i censee shall not divulge to anyone other than his enpl oyer, or
as his enployer shall direct, any information acquired by him
during such enploynent in respect to any of the work to which he
has been assigned. Any enpl oyee violating the provisions of this
section, or any enployee who shall willfully nake a fal se report
to his enployer in respect to any of such work, conmits a
m sdeneanor of the third degree. The enpl oyer of any enpl oyee
believed to have violated this section shall, wthout any
liability whatsoever upon the enployer, informthe board who
shal |, should the facts and circunstances warrant it, conduct
further investigation ard OR ADM N STRATI VE DI SCI PLI NARY
PROCEEDI NGS OR refer that natter to the district attorney for
appropriate action.

§ 3101. Appoi ntnent.

Any nonprofit organization or entity, including a nonprofit
corporation as defined in Part Ill of Title 15 (relating to
corporations not-for-profit), which naintains a cenetery or any
bui | di ngs or grounds open to the public, or is organized for the
prevention of cruelty to children, aged persons or animls, or
conducts agricultural or horticultural exhibitions nmay apply to
t he board upon such forns as it shall prescribe for the
appoi ntment of specific persons as the applicant nay designhate
to act as private policenen for it. The board after such
investigation as it shall deem necessary shall reconmmend to the
Governor the comm ssioning of such persons as private policenen
or advise the applicant of its adverse recomrendati on and the
reasons therefor.

§ 3102. CQath of office.

Every policeman so comm ssioned shall, before entering upon
the duties of his office, take and subscribe the oath required
by Article VI of the Constitution of Pennsylvania. The oath and
t he comm ssion issued by the Governor shall be recorded in the
office for the recording of deeds of each county in which it is
i ntended that the policenen shall act and a copy filed with the
boar d.

§ 3103. Powers.

(a) GCeneral rule.--Private policenen shall severally possess
and exercise all the powers of a police officer in this
Commonweal th, in and upon, and in the i medi ate and adj acent
vicinity of, the property of the appointing authority, and in
the case of policenmen comm ssioned to act for organizations for

prevention of cruelty to persons and aninmals, shall severally

possess and exercise all the powers of a police officer in any
county in which they may be directed by their appointing
authority to act and may arrest persons for the comm ssion of
any of fense of cruelty to children, aged persons or aninals.

(b) Detention of arrested persons.--The keepers of jails and
ot her places of detention in any county of this Comobnweal th
shall receive all persons arrested by private policenen for
pur poses of detention until they are dealt with according to
| aw.

(c) Badge.--Private policenen when on duty shall wear a
nmetallic shield containing the words "Special officer” and the
name of the appointing authority.

(d) Weapons.--Policenen so appointed shall not carry a
firearmor other weapon either when on duty or off duty unless
authorized to do so by other provisions of this title or any
ot her statute.

§ 3104. Conpensati on.

The conpensation of the policenen shall be paid by their
appoi nting authority.

§ 3105. Term nation of appointnent.

When any appointing authority no |longer requires the services
of any policeman, it shall file a notice to that effect, under
its corporate or other seal, if any, in the office of each
recorder of deeds where the oath and comm ssion of the policeman
were recorded and with the board. The recorder of deeds shal
note this informati on upon the nmargin of the record where the
conmi ssi on and oath were recorded.

Section 3. Repeals.
(a) Specific repeals.--The following acts are repeal ed:

Act of April 26, 1870 (P.L.1269, No.1166), entitled "An act
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to authorize the private patrol and watchnen to be comm ssi oned
by the mayor of Philadel phia to performpolice duty within
prescribed limts in said city."

(b) General repeal.--Al other acts and parts of acts are
repeal ed insofar as they are inconsistent with this act.

Section 4. Transition provisions.

(a) State Board of Private Detectives and Security

Busi nesses. -- The Governor shall appoint the nenbers of the State

Board of Private Detectives and Security Businesses within 90
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days of the effective date of this act and the board shal
organi ze within 30 days after the confirmati on of the nenbers.

(b) Extension of existing |licenses.--Each person,
partnership, association or corporation who holds a valid
license issued pursuant to the former provisions of the act of
August 21, 1953 (P.L.1273, No.361), known as The Private
Det ective Act of 1953, but which license will expire within one
year of the effective date of this section shall be deened to
have been granted an extension of that license until one year
fromthe effective date of this section

(c) Information concerning existing |licenses.--Each person,
partnership, association or corporation who holds a valid
|icense issued pursuant to The Private Detective Act of 1953 on
the effective date of this act shall send a copy of the Iicense,
or all pertinent information thereon, to the board within 60
days of the effective date of this act.

(d) Application for new |license.--Each person, partnership,
associ ation or corporation who holds a valid |icense issued
pursuant to The Private Detective Act of 1953 on the effective
date of this act and who desires to engage in a business or
prof essi on regul ated under this act nust make application
therefor to the board before 90 days of the expiration of that
license or before 90 days of the expiration of that |icense as
ext ended by subsection (b). If it appears to the board that the
person, partnership, association or corporation making
application under this subsection does not neet the substantive
qualifications of 22 Pa.C.S. 8§ 1323(a) (relating to
qualifications for licensure) or 1324 (relating to inconpatible
enpl oynent) the board may nonet hel ess issue the |icense upon a

public statenment of its reasons therefor
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(e) Certain applications for license limted to security
services.--Any person who prior to the effective date of this
act is engaged in providing security services as defined in 22
Pa.C. S. 8 1102(3) (relating to applicability of part) and has
been so engaged in a supervisory capacity for at |east five
years but does not neet the substantive qualifications of 22
Pa.C. S. 8 1323(a), may apply to the board for the issuance of a
license limted to the services as defined in § 1102(3) and a
limted |license may be issued in accordance with the provisions
of 8§ 1322 (relating to limted |licenses).

Section 5. Appropriation.

The sum of $100, 000, or as nuch thereof as nay be necessary,
is hereby appropriated to the Departnent of State for the use of
t he Bureau of Professional and Cccupational Affairs to defray
costs and expenses on account of the State Board of Private
Det ectives and Security Businesses. This sum shall be expended
and accounted for in accordance with the act of July 1, 1978
(P.L.700, No.124), known as the Bureau of Professional and
Cccupational Affairs Fee Act, and shall be credited agai nst suns
subsequent|y appropriated in accordance with that act.

Section 6. Effective date.

Chapter 5 of Title 22 (relating to State Board of Private
Det ectives and Security Businesses) and sections 4(a), (b) and 5
of this act shall take effect imediately and the remaining

provi sions shall take effect in six nonths.
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
