AN ACT

1 Anending the act of June 30, 1985 (No.5A), entitled "An act to
2 provi de fromthe General Fund for the expenses of the

3 Executive, Legislative and Judicial Departnents of the

4 Commonweal th, the public debt and for the public schools for
5 the fiscal year July 1, 1985, to June 30, 1986, and for the
6 paynment of bills incurred and remaining unpaid at the cl ose
7 of the fiscal year ending June 30, 1985; to provide

8 appropriations fromthe Lottery Fund to the Executive

9 Departnment; and to provide for the appropriation of Federal
10 funds to the Executive and Judicial Departnments of the

11 Commonweal th and for the establishnent of restricted receipts
12 accounts for the fiscal year July 1, 1985, to June 30, 1986,
13 and for the paynent of bills incurred and remai ning unpai d at
14 the close of the fiscal year ending June 30, 1985, and

15 provi di ng additi onal appropriations to the Executive and

16 Judi ci al Departnents of the Conmonwealth for the fiscal year
17 July 1, 1984, to June 30, 1985," further clarifying

18 appropriati on purposes.

19 The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a

20 hereby enacts as follows:

21 Section 1. Section 218 of the act of June 30, 1985 (No. 5A),
22 known as the Ceneral Appropriation Act of 1985, is anended in
23 part to read:
