Tax Levy.--The council of the borough shal
have power, by ordinance, to |levy and collect annually, a tax,
not exceeding thirty mlls for general borough purposes, unless
the council by majority action shall, upon due cause shown by
resolution, petition the court of comon pleas, in which case
the court nmay order a rate of not nore than five mlls
