The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Title 75 of the Pennsyl vani a Consol i dat ed
Statutes is anmended by adding a section to read:

8 3716. Trespass by notor vehicle.

(a) GCeneral rule.--1t is unlawful for a person to know ngly

operate a notor vehicle on private real property other than a

private road or driveway w thout consent of the owner or | essor

of the real property.

(b)Y Operation of notor vehicle on private road or driveway

prohi bited. -- Except when necessary as a result of energency or
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when necessary to provide the operator a nmeans of turning his

vehi cl e around on portions of hi ghways where no ot her neans of

turning around is provided, it is unlawful, w thout the consent

of the owner or lessor, for a person to knowi ngly operate a

notor vehicle on a private road or driveway. There shall be a

rebuttabl e presunpti on that a person has knowingly violated this

subsection if the owner or | essor of the road or driveway has

pl aced, at or near the points of entry frompublic or private

vehi cul ar access, a gate, fence or simlar obstruction or a

readily visible sign that woul d reasonably convey that the

unaut hori zed operati on of nptor vehicles on the road or driveway

i s prohibited.

(c) Danmge to real property by operati on of notor vehicle

prohibited.--1t is unlawful for a person to know ngly or

reckl essly cause damage to any real or personal property by

means of the operation of a notor vehicle on private real

property. There shall be a rebuttabl e presunpti on that a person

has knowi ngly or reckl essly caused damage under this subsection

wher e di ggi ng, ground breakage or other danmage to | and, sod or

soil or damage to trees, growi ng crops, ornanmental flowers or

shrubs or other simlar flora affixed to the land or to

structures, fixtures or personal property affixed to or | ocated

on the private real property has resulted fromthe operati on of

a notor vehicle on the private real property.

(ii) A fine of $1,000 plus suspensi on of operating

privileges for a period of six nonths for a second or

subsequent conviction of the offense. If a person is

under 16 years of age at the tine of the second or

subsequent convi ction of an offense, the peri od of

suspensi on shall conmmence upon the person's 16th

(3) In addition, restitution shall be nade for the val ue

of dannge to real or personal property which results fromthe

violation of this section.
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(f) Assessnent of points.--A person whose operating

privil ege has been suspended pursuant to subsection (e) shal

not be subject to assessnent of points otherw se applicable

under section 1545 (relating to restorati on of operating

privilege) upon restoration of privil eges.

(g) Additional penalties.--This section is not intended nor

shall this section be construed to preclude prosecution,

convi ction or inposition of penalties pursuant to other

provisions of this title that may be appli cabl e.

§ 7724. Operation on private or State property.
(a) Private real property.--

(1) No person shall operate a snownobile or an ATV on
any private real property w thout the consent of the owner
[of] or lessor thereof. Any person operating a snownobile or
an ATV upon | ands of another shall stop and identify hinself
upon the request of the | andowner or his duly authorized
representatives and, if requested to do so by the | andowner,
shall pronptly renove the snownobile or ATV fromthe

prem ses.
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(2) When a person operates a snowrobile or an ATV.in a

manner as to violate section 3716 (relating to trespass by

not or vehicle), the applicable fines, penalties and

suspensi ons provided in this title for violation of section

3716 shall apply to this subsecti on.
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Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
