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AN ACT
Amendi ng the act of August 26, 1971 (P.L.351, No.91), entitled

"An act providing for a State Lottery and adm nistration

t hereof ; authorizing the creation of a State Lottery

Commi ssion; prescribing its powers and duties; disposition of

funds; violations and penalties therefor; exenption of prizes

from State and | ocal taxation and naking an appropriation,”
further providing for powers and duties of the Secretary of

Revenue.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 6 of the act of August 26, 1971 (P.L.351,
No. 91), known as the State Lottery Law, amended October 17, 1980
(P.L.1088, No.184) and Decenber 15, 1982 (P.L.1288, No.291), is
amended to read:

Section 6. Powers and Duties of the Secretary of Revenue. --
(a) In addition to the powers and duties provided by |aw and
"The Adm nistrative Code of 1929," the Secretary of Revenue
shall have the power and it shall be his duty to operate and
adm nister the lottery, and to pronul gate rules and regul ati ons

governing the establishnent and operation thereof, including but
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not limted to:

(1) The type of lottery to be conducted.

(2) The price, or prices, of tickets or shares in the
|ottery.

(3) The nunbers and sizes of the prizes on the w nning
tickets or shares.

(4) The manner of selecting the winning tickets or shares.

(5) The manner of paynent of prizes to the hol ders of
Wi nning tickets or shares.

(6) The frequency of the drawi ngs or sel ections of w nning
tickets or shares, without limtation.

(7) Wthout Iimt as to nunber, the type or types of
| ocations at which tickets or shares may be sol d.

(8) The nethod to be used in selling tickets or shares.

(9) The licensing of agents to sell tickets or shares
provi ded that no person under the age of twenty-one shall be
| icensed as an agent.

(10) The manner and anount of conpensation, if any, to be
pai d |icensed sal es agents necessary to provide for the adequate
avai lability of tickets or shares to prospective buyers and for
t he conveni ence of the public.

(11) The apportionnment of the total revenues accruing from
the sale of lottery tickets or shares and fromall other sources
anong (i) the paynment of prizes to the holders of w nning
tickets or shares; (ii) the paynment of costs incurred in the
operation and adm nistration of the lottery, including the
expenses of the division and the costs resulting from any
contract or contracts entered into for pronotional, advertising
or operational services or for the purchase or |ease of lottery

equi prent and materials; (iii) for the repaynent of the noneys
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appropriated to the State Lottery Fund pursuant to section 16 of
this act; and (iv) for property tax relief and free or reduced
fare transit service for the elderly as provided in section 12
of this act: Provided, however, That no less than thirty per
cent of the total revenues accruing fromthe sale of lottery
tickets or shares shall be dedicated to subclause (iv) above.
(12) Such other matters necessary or desirable for the

ef ficient and econom cal operation and adm nistration of the
lottery and for the conveni ence of the purchasers of tickets or
shares and the hol ders of winning tickets or shares. Under this

cl ause, the secretary shall ensure that all tel evision stations

in this Conmmonweal th have the option to televise the live

drawi ngs of the lottery as a public service.

(13) The performance of the powers and duties heretofore
vested in the State Lottery Conm ssion.

(b) To report nmonthly to the Governor and the Legislature
the total lottery revenues, prize disbursenents and ot her
expenses for the preceding nonth, and to make an annual report,
whi ch shall include a full and conplete statenment of lottery
revenues, prize disbursenments and ot her expenses, to the
Governor and the Legislature, and including such recommendati ons
for changes in this act as the secretary deens necessary or
desirabl e.

Section 2. The anmendnment of section 6 of the act shall not
be applied to inmpair contracts of the Departnment of Revenue
which are in existence on the effective date of this act.

Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
