The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 4 of the act of July 12, 1974 (P.L. 458,
No. 161), referred to as the Liquid Fuels Additional Tax Act, is
amended to read:

Section 4. (a) The Departnent of Transportation shall

distri bute annually an anpbunt equal to 0.6% of the revenues

appropriated to it under section 3 to each authority created

under the act of April 6, 1956 (1955 P.L.1414, No.465), known as

the "Second C ass County Port Authority Act,"” and identified

therein as an agency of the Commpbnweal th, for routine

mai nt enance and repairs on public hi ghway bri dges for which the

aut hority has mai ntenance or repair responsibility.

(b) The Departnent of Transportation shall use the renaining
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revenues appropriated to it under section 3 [of this act] for
t he mai nt enance and resurfaci ng of secondary roads subject to
the limtations set forth in subsection [(b) of this section]
(c).

[(b)] (c) The revenues shall be apportioned by the
departnment for expenditure in the several counties of the
Commonweal th in the ratio that the total m|eage of State
hi ghways in any county bears to the total mleage of State
hi ghways in this Comobnweal t h.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
