(2) To provide for the abatenent of whole used and waste
tire dunps and their associated threats to public health and
wel fare
(3) To encourage qualified investnents by private
conpanies to rehabilitate, expand or inprove manufacturing
processes, facilities, buildings and land to pronote the use
and recycling of waste tires.
(4) To reuse the current supply of waste tires generated
each year in this Commonweal t h.
Section 4 104. Definitions. <—

ot her legal entity whatsoever which is recognized by | aw as the
subject of rights and duties. In any provisions of this act
prescribing a fine, inprisonnment or penalty, or any conbination
of the foregoing, the term"person” shall include the officers
and directors of any corporation or other |egal entity having

of ficers and directors.

"Priority site." Any site designated by the Departnent of
Environnental Protection to contain nore than 10, 000 st ockpil ed
tires.

"Recycling.” The systematic collection, sorting, cleaning
and returning of waste tires to conmmerce for use as commoditi es.

"Waste reduction, reuse or recycling equipnent.” Machinery,
equi pnent or facility nodification designed to process or
convert waste tires into a beneficial product or productive use.

"Waste tire." A tire that will no |l onger be used for the
purpose for which it was originally intended.

Section 5 105. Powers and duties of departnent.

The departnent shall have the power and its duty shall be to:

Proposals nmust request an anount that nay not exceed
the ceiling established by the departnent. The depart nent
will give priority to those proposals indicating the renova
of tires for reuse, recycling or energy recovery in that
order. The departnment shall award a grant for the proposal
requesting the fewest funds for any given site unless it
determines, in its sole discretion, that a greater potential
for environnmental degradation would be renedi ated by a
proposal for another site.

(4) Gant recipients shall apply funds received fromthe
departnment under this section only to those purposes and
activities authorized by contract with the departnent or
ot herwi se approved by the departnent.

(d) Required grants.--The departnent shall not award a grant
under this section to any person or nunicipality which has
contributed in any manner to the creation of a waste tire pile.

(e) Limtation.--Grants under this section shall not be used
for the purchase of equipnent.

(f) Lapse of grant.--A grant offering under this chapter
shall | apse automatically if funds for the grant are not
encunbered within one year of the offering. The departnent may,
inits sole discretion, reoffer the grant, offer the grant for
the renediation of that site to another entity which submtted a
proposal , or announce the solicitation for new proposals for
