Section 1. Title 30 of the Pennsyl vania Consol i dat ed
Statutes is anmended by adding a section to read:

8§ 2708. 1. Far M ands open to public fishing.

(a) Fishing agricultural |ands wi thout |icense.--Unless the

privilege to fish has been deni ed, any person domciled within

this Commonweal th who has reached their 16th birthday and except

for paynent of any fee, neets the requirenents prescribed in

section 2701 (relating to resident fishing |licenses) and, as a

primary neans of gaining a livelihood, is reqgularly and

conti nuously engaged in cultivating the soil for general farm

crop purposes, commercial truck growi ng, commercial orchards or
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commercial nurseries, as either the owner, | essee or tenant of

these | ands, or as a nenber of the famly or househol d, or

reqularly hired help of the owner, | essee or tenant, shall be

eligible to fish on these | ands, including the woodl ands

connected therewith and operated as a part thereof, w thout a

fishing license as required in this title. Any person eligible

to fish on these | ands wi thout securing the required |icense nmay

also, by and with the witten consent of the owner or | essee

thereof, fish upon any | ands other than those publicly owned

which lie i medi ately adj acent to and are connected with the

| ands upon whi ch these persons may lawfully fish w t hout

securing a license.

(b) Reduced fee license.--A resident owner or possessor of
