AN ACT

1 Anending the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), entitled

2 "An act providing for and reorgani zi ng the conduct of the

3 executive and admi nistrative work of the Commonweal th by the
4 Executive Departnment thereof and the adm nistrative

5 departnents, boards, conm ssions, and officers thereof,

6 i ncludi ng the boards of trustees of State Normal Schools, or
7 Teachers Col | eges; abolishing, creating, reorganizing or

8 aut hori zing the reorgani zation of certain admnistrative

9 departnments, boards, and conm ssions; defining the powers and
10 duties of the Governor and other executive and adm nistrative
11 of ficers, and of the several adm nistrative departnents,

12 boards, comm ssions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the
13 Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive

14 and adm nistrative officers; providing for the appointnment of
15 certain admnistrative officers, and of all deputies and

16 ot her assistants and enpl oyes in certain departnents, boards,
17 and comm ssions; and prescribing the manner in which the

18 nunber and conpensation of the deputies and all other

19 assi stants and enpl oyes of certain departnents, boards and
20 commi ssions shall be determ ned,” providing for Pennsyl vania
21 State Police exam nations.

22 The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a

23 hereby enacts as follows:

24 Section 1. Section 205 of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,
25 No.175), known as The Adm nistrative Code of 1929, is anmended by
26 adding a subsection to read:

27 Section 205. Pennsylvania State Police.--(a) The
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Pennsyl vania State Police shall consist of a Conm ssioner, a
Deputy Conmm ssioner, the State police force, and the State

H ghway Patrol, as now authorized by |aw, which are hereby
consolidated into one force, to be known as the State Police
Force, and such chiefs, statisticians, clerks, experts and ot her
assistants, as the conmm ssioner, with the approval of the
Governor, shall deem necessary for the work of the force.

(b) The State Police Force shall consist of such nunber of
of ficers and nmen, and shall be organized in such nmanner, as the
Commi ssi oner of Pennsylvania State Police, with the approval of
t he Governor, shall fromtime to tinme determ ne: Provided,
however, That the nunber of officers and nmen shall not exceed in
the aggregate at any tine three thousand nine hundred and forty
persons. State policenen, both officers and nen, assigned to
duty with the Pennsylvani a Turnpi ke Conm ssion or assigned to
duty as resident State troopers, shall not be counted in
determ ning the total nunmber of officers and nen in the State
Pol i ce Force.

(c) The nenbers of the State Police Force and the chiefs,
statisticians, clerks, experts, and other assistants, engaged in
the work of the Pennsylvania State Police shall be appointed by
t he comm ssioner, and shall receive such conpensation as shal
be fixed by the conm ssioner, with the approval of the Governor,
whi ch conpensation shall, however, conformto the standards
establ i shed by the Executive Board.

(d) Any nenber of the Pennsylvania State Police, except the
Commi ssi oner and Deputy Commi ssioner, regardless of rank, who
has attained or who shall attain the age of sixty years, shal
resign frommenbership in the said police force: Provided,

however, That the provision of this paragraph shall not apply to
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menbers of the State Police Force who upon attaining the age of
sixty years shall have | ess than twenty years of service. Upon
conpletion of twenty years of service, the provision of this
par agr aph shall becone applicable to such persons.

(e) No enlisted nenber of the Pennsylvania State Police
shall be dism ssed fromservice or reduced in rank except by
action of a court martial board held upon the recomrendati on of
t he Conmm ssioner of the Pennsylvania State Police and the
Gover nor

(f) Al new cadets and troopers shall serve a probationary
period of eighteen nonths fromdate of original enlistnent,
during which tinme they nmay be dism ssed by the conm ssioner for
vi ol ations of rules and regul ati ons, inconpetency, and
i nefficiency without action of a court-martial board or the
right of appeal to a civil court.

(g) The Pennsylvania State Police force shall include, but
not be limted to, two underwater search teans, one of which
shall be in eastern Pennsylvania and one of which shall be in
west ern Pennsyl vani a.

(h) Pennsyl vani a resi dency shall not be a requirenent for

application for the Pennsyl vania State Police examnm nati on.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
