The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 3363 of Title 75 of the Pennsylvani a
Consolidated Statutes is amended to read:

§ 3363. Alteration of maximumlimts.

(a) General rule.--On highways under their respective

jurisdictions,local authorities, subject to section 6109(e)
(relating to specific powers of departnent and | ocal
authorities), or the departnent, upon the basis of an

engi neering and traffic investigation, may determ ne that the
maxi mum speed permtted under this subchapter is greater or |ess
than is reasonabl e and safe under the conditions found to exi st
upon any such highway or part thereof and establish a reasonable
and safe maximumlimt. The maxi num speed Iimt may be made

effective at all tines or at times indicated and may vary for



di fferent weather conditions and other factors bearing on safe
speeds.

(b) Limtation.--No maxi mum speed greater than 55 m | es per

hour shall be established under this section except on hi ghways
listed in section 3362(a)(1.1) (relating to maxi mum speed
[imts), where the maxi mum speed for all vehicles shall not be
greater than 65 mles per hour.

(c) Certain boroughs.--For the purposes of this section,
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St at e- desi gnat ed hi ghways in a borough havi ng a popul ati on of no
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nore than 12,000 shall be under the jurisdiction of the borough.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
