Amrending Title 24 (Education) of the Pennsylvani a Consol i dated
Statutes, providing for retirenment eligibility.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Title 24 of the Pennsyl vania Consol i dat ed
Statutes is anmended by adding a section to read:

8§ 8314. Eligibility for retirenent.

(a) General rule.--A nenber shall be entitled to receive a

maxi num single life annuity cal cul ated pursuant to secti on 8342

(relating to maximumsingle life annuity) w thout any reduction

by virtue of an effective date of retirenent which is under the




1 superannuation age, if he neets the requirenents set forth in

2 subsection (b).

3 (b) Requirenents.--The entitlenent provided under subsection
4 (a) shall be applicable to any eligible nenber, who, on or after
5 the effective date of this section:

6 (1) has credit for at least 30 eligibility points;

7 (2) termnates school service; and

8 (3) files an application for an annuity with an

9 effective date of retirenent after the conpletion of the

10 school termbut in no case earlier than May 15 nor later than
11 t he ensuing July 15.
12 (c) Definitions.--As used in this section, "school ternt
13 either shall have the neaning assigned to it in section 102 of
14 the act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14), known as the Public
15 School Code of 1949, as it relates to school entities, or_ shal
16 nean the cal endar of academic terns or senesters published in
17 the catalog of an institution of higher education any of whose
18 enployees is subject to nenbership in the retirenent system
19 Section 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
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
