AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of May 3, 1933 (P.L.242, No.86), entitled, as
anended, "An act to pronote the public health and safety by
provi ding for exam nation, |icensing and granting of permts
for those who desire to engage in the profession of
cosnet ol ogy; defining cosnetol ogy, and regul ati ng cosnet ol ogy
shops, schools, students, apprentices, teachers, managers,
mani curi sts and cosnetol ogi sts; conferring powers and duties
upon the Conm ssioner of Professional and Cccupati onal
Affairs in the Departnment of State; providing for appeals to
certain courts by applicants and |icensees; and providing
penalties,” further providing for practice in cosnetol ogy
shops.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 8 of the act of May 3, 1933 (P.L. 242,
No. 86), referred to as the Cosnetol ogy Law, anmended June 30,
1984 (P.L.479, No.100), is anended to read:

Section 8. Practice in Cosnetol ogy Shops Only.--1t shall be
unl awful for any person to practice cosnetology for pay in any
pl ace other than a |icensed cosnetol ogy shop, manicurist shop or

bar ber shop as defined in the act of June 19, 1931 (P.L.589,



No. 202), referred to as the Barbers' License Law. Provided, That

a licensed cosnetologist or a licensed mani curist may furnish
