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AN ACT

1  Amending Title 75 (Vehicles) of the Pennsylvania Consolidated
2     Statutes, further providing for parking regulations relating
3     to persons with disabilities and disabled veterans.

4     The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

5  hereby enacts as follows:

6     Section 1.  Section 3354(d) and (e) of Title 75 of the

7  Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes are amended to read:

11  disabled veterans.--

______12         (1)  When a motor vehicle bearing a [handicapped] person

_________________13     with a disability or severely disabled veteran plate or

________________________14     displaying a [handicapped] person with a disability or

15     severely disabled veteran parking placard as prescribed in

16     this title is being operated by or for the transportation of

_________________17     the [handicapped] person with a disability or severely



1     disabled veteran, the driver shall be relieved of any

2     liability for parking for a period of 60 minutes in excess of

3     the legal parking period permitted by local authorities

4     except where local ordinances or police regulations provide

5     for the accommodation of heavy traffic during morning,

6     afternoon or evening hours.

________7         (2)  At the request of [any handicapped person] a person

_________________8     with a disability or severely disabled veteran, local

9     authorities may erect on the highway as close as possible to

_________________________10     [their] the person's or veteran's place of residence a sign

11     or signs indicating that that place is reserved for [the

13     disabled veteran, that no parking is allowed there by others,

14     and that any unauthorized person parking there shall be

2         sign indicating that vehicles in violation of the

4         replaced when they become either obsolete or missing with

5         all costs to replace the necessary signs to be borne by

24         authorities.

25     (e)  Unauthorized use.--An operator of a vehicle bearing a

29  not make use of the parking privileges accorded to [handicapped

3  veteran or unless the vehicle is being operated for the
