Section 1. Section 1 of the act of August 5, 1932 (Sp. Sess.,
P.L.45, No.45), referred to as the Sterling Act, is anended by
addi ng a subsection to read:

(d) Paynent of any tax on sal ari es, wages, conmn SSions or

ot her conpensati on to any political subdivision, other than the

city of the first class, by residents thereof shall be entitl ed

to and all owed as a deduction fromthe liability of such person

for any other tax on sal ari es, wages, conmi SSions or other

3 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
