WHEREAS, Hurricane Katrina has killed hundreds of Anmericans
and has left hundreds of thousands of people in New Ol eans and
across the Gulf Coast honel ess, wi thout food or water, at risk
for disease and infection and w thout adequate aid; and

WHEREAS, All residents of New Ol eans were nmandated to
evacuate their honmes and facilities as nore than 80% of the city
was covered with floodwaters in the aftermath of the hurricane;
and

WHEREAS, Hurricane Katrina has created the | argest nunber of

di spl aced Americans since the Dust Bow of the 1930s or the end
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of the Cvil VWar in the 1860s; and

VWHEREAS, Thousands of the victins of the Hurricane Katrina
di saster have been forced to nove to the Astrodonme in Houston,
Texas, which location has limted anenities and is currently
crowded; and

WHEREAS, There is an oversupply of mlitary facilities, and
t he Base Real i gnment and C osure Comm ssion (BRAC) is presently
considering closing many military bases which would be used for
vari ous purposes across the country; and

WHEREAS, There are mlitary bases in the United States which
each have the capacity to house thousands of individuals and
famlies and the capability to provide food, shelter and ot her
basi ¢ needs for evacuees with m nimal mai ntenance when the
facilities are otherwise not in use; therefore be it
