WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Gahamis |ove of country led himto
service with the Texas Arnmy National Guard in 2004; and

WHEREAS, In January 2005 Staff Sgt. G aham was depl oyed to
Iraqg for a tour of duty as a nenber of the 56th Brigade Conbat
Team 36th Infantry Division, 124th Arnored Caval ry Regi nent;

WHEREAS, On Septenber 25, 2005, Staff Sgt. Graham di ed
tragically in Balad, Iraq, of injuries sustained in a vehicle
accident while on mssion that day in Baghdad, Iraq; and

brother of Sheila R Berry and Staff Sgt. Nicholas R G aham
