Section 1. Section 101(a) of Title 45 of the Pennsyl vania
Consolidated Statutes is anmended by adding a definition to read:
§ 101. Definitions.

(a) Definitions applicable to printing or newspaper
advertising | aws.--Subject to additional definitions contained
i n subsequent provisions of this title which are applicable to
specific provisions of this title, the followi ng words and
phrases when used in:

(1) this title; or
(2) any other law relating to printing or newspaper

adverti sing;
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shall have, unless the context clearly indicates otherw se, the

2 neanings given to themin this subsection:
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"Communi ty paper of nmss di ssem nation."

(1) A printed paper or publication, bearing a title or

nanme, and conveying reading or pictorial intelligence of

passi nqg events, | ocal or general happeni ngs, printing

reqularly or irreqularly editorial conmment, announcenments,

m scel | aneous readi ng natter, commerci al adverti sing,

classified advertising, |egal advertising and ot her notices,

and whi ch has been issued in nunbers of four or nore pages at

short intervals, either daily, twice or oftener each week, or

weekl y, continuously during a period of at |east six nonths,

or as the successor of such a printed paper or publication

i ssued during an i mmedi ate prior period of at | east siXx

nont hs, and whi ch has been circul ated and di stri buted from an

est abl i shed pl ace of business to the conmunity at | arqe.

(2) For purposes of this definition, continuous

publicati on shall not be deened interrupted by any

i nvol untary suspensi on of publication resulting from| oss,

destruction, failure or unavailability of operating

facilities, equi pnent or personnel from whatever cause, and

any conmunity paper of nmass distribution so affected shal

not be disqualified to publish official and | egal adverti sing

in the event that publication is resuned within one week

after it again becones possibl e.

(3) A conmmunity paper of nmss di ssem nati on nust do one

of the foll ow ng:

(i) Distribute through the United States nail to

entire | ocal zip codes.
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1 (ii) Distribute by audited carriers to all known

2 addresses within local conmunity boundari es.
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4 Section 2. Title 45 is anended by adding a section to read:
5 8§ 311. Use of conmmunity papers of mass di ssem nation.

6 (a) General rule.--Any governnent unit may, at its

7 discretion, authorize publication in a conmunity paper of nass
8 dissemnation in substitution of publication in a newspaper.

9 (b) Construction.--Nothing in this section alters or affects
10 the obligation to publish a legal notice in a | egal newspaper.
11 Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
