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AN ACT
Amendi ng the act of Decenber 18, 1984 (P.L.1004, No.204),
entitled "An act extending benefits to police chiefs or heads
of police departnents of political subdivisions of the

Commonweal t h who have been renoved from bargai ning units by

t he Pennsyl vani a Labor Rel ati ons Board," further providing

for definitions and for salary of supervisory personnel.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1 of the act of Decenber 18, 1984
(P.L.1004, No.?204), entitled "An act extending benefits to
police chiefs or heads of police departnments of political
subdi vi si ons of the Conmmonweal th who have been renoved from
bar gai ni ng units by the Pennsylvania Labor Rel ations Board," is
r epeal ed:

[Section 1. Salary of nonunion police officers.

Except in cities of the first and second cl ass, the chief,

superi ntendent or conmmi ssioner of police and other ranking

officers in a political subdivision of the Comonweal th who have

been renoved from bargaining units under the act of June 24,
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1968 (P.L.237, No.111), referred to as the Policenen and Firenen
Col | ective Bargaining Act, by rulings of the Pennsylvani a Labor
Rel ati ons Board shall receive not |ess than the sanme dollar
i ncrease including fringe benefits excluding overtine and
festive holiday pay as received by the highest ranking police
of ficer participating in the bargaining unit.]

Section 2. The act is anmended by addi ng sections to read:

Section 1.1. Definitions.

The foll owi ng words and phrases when used in this act shal

have the neani ngs given to themin this section unless the

context clearly indicates ot herw se:

"Bargaining unit." A collective bargaining unit as provi ded

under the act of June 24, 1968 (P.L.237, No.111), referred to as

the Policemen and Firenen Col |l ecti ve Bargai ni ng Act.

"Supervi sory personnel." The chief, superintendent or

commi ssi oner of police and other ranking police officers in a

political subdivision of the Commpbnweal th, except that this term

does not apply to those individuals enpl oyed by cities of the

first and second cl ass.

Section 1.2. Salary of supervisory personnel.

(a) Pay and benefits.--Supervisory personnel who are not

menbers of bargaining units shall receive not | ess than the sane

dollar increase including fringe benefits excludi ng overti ne and

festive holiday pay as recei ved by the hi ghest ranking police

officer participating in the bargai ni ng unit.

(b) Additional persons.--Supervisory personnel who have been

renoved from bargai ning units by rulings of the Pennsyl vani a

Labor Rel ati ons Board shall be subject to the provisions of

subsection (a).

(c) Future personnel.--Supervisory personnel who are not

Board shall be subject to the provisions of subsection (a),

unl ess the governi ng body of the political subdivision, by

majority vote of the nenbers elected to the governi ng body,

provides for a | esser annual increase or for no annual increase.

Section 3. (a) Section 1.2(a) of the act shall apply to
supervi sory personnel who are appointed to their positions prior
to the effective date of this section.

(b) Sections 1.2(b) and (c) of the act shall apply to
supervi sory personnel who are appointed to their positions on or
after the effective date of this section.

Section 4. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
