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AN ACT

Providing for a G tizens Constitutional Convention, for a
ref erendum on the question and for the nom nation and
el ection of del egates; defining the powers and duties of the
convention; providing for operation of the convention;
conferring powers and inposing duties on the Governor, the
Secretary of the Commonweal th, the Chief Justice of the
Suprene Court, officers of the General Assenbly and county
el ection boards; providing for a referendumon the
convention's report; and naki ng an appropriation.
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Section 10. Manner of submitting proposals to electorate.
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The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Short title.

This act shall be known and nmay be cited as the Ctizens
Constitutional Convention Act of 2008.
Section 2. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this act shal
have the neanings given to themin this section unless the

context clearly indicates otherw se:

"Candi date.” An individual seeking to becone an el ected
del egat e.

"Conmittee.” The preparatory commttee established under
this act.

"Convention.” The Citizens Constitutional Convention

aut hori zed by this act.

"County board.” A county board of el ections.

"Del egate.” An elected or alternate delegate to the
conventi on.

"El ected del egate.” A delegate who is elected to the
convention under this act.

"Public official." A person elected by the public, elected
or appointed by a governnental body or an appointed official in

t he executive, legislative or judicial branch of this
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Commonweal th or any of its political subdivisions. The term
shall not include nmenbers of advisory boards that have no
authority to do any of the foll ow ng:
(1) Expend public funds, other than reinbursenent for
per sonal expenses.
(2) O herw se exercise the power of the Comonweal th or
any of its subdivisions.
"Secretary."” The Secretary of the Commonwealth.
Section 3. Referendum

(a) Question.--At the municipal election on Novenber 4,
2008, the follow ng question shall be submtted to the
el ectorate of this Comonwealth to determne its will regarding
a Constitutional Convention:

Shall a Constitutional Convention be called in accordance
with and subject to the limtations and requirenents
contained in the G tizens Constitutional Convention Act
of 2008, to prepare for subm ssion to the electorate
proposals for the revision of all Articles of the
Constitution of Pennsylvania except Article |?

(b) Election.--The secretary shall certify questions to the
county boards. The el ection shall be conducted in accordance
with the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333, No.320), known as the
Pennsyl vani a El ecti on Code.

(c) Secretary.--1f a mgjority of the electors casting votes
on the question under subsection (a) vote in the affirmative,
the secretary shall transmt notice of the vote to the
Legi sl ative Reference Bureau for publication as a notice in the
Pennsyl vani a Bul | eti n.

Section 4. Convention, nenbership, qualifications and

vacanci es.
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(a) Call.--If a majority of the electors voting upon the
guestion set forth in section 3(a) vote in the affirmative, a
convention shall be called by the Governor

(b) Del egates.--The convention shall consist of three
el ected del egates from each senatorial district. Each elector in
each senatorial district may vote for not nore than two
candi dates. The three candi dates receiving the hi ghest nunber of
votes shall be el ected del egates. The candi date receiving the
fourth-hi ghest nunber of votes shall be the first alternate
del egate; the candidate receiving the fifth-hi ghest nunber of
votes shall be the second alternate del egate.

(c) Qualifications.--A delegate nust neet the foll ow ng
qual i fications:

(1) Be at least 18 years of age prior to Novenber 4,
2008.

(2) Have been a citizen and resident of this
Commonweal th for at |east four years before el ection.

(3) Have resided in and been a registered el ector of the
el ected del egate's senatorial district for at |east one year
precedi ng el ection.

(4) Reside in the elected delegate's senatorial district
during their term of service.

(5) Not be a public official on the effective date of
this act under section 16(2), or during their term of
servi ce.

(6) Not be a registered |obbyist in this Commonweal th on
the effective date of this act, or during their term of
servi ce.

(d) Salary.--Elected delegates shall be entitled to a salary

equal to the salary of a nenber of the CGeneral Assenbly during
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1 their termof service, payable nonthly.

2 (e) Expenses.--Elected delegates shall be entitled to

3 reinbursenent for the foll owi ng expenses:

4 (1) Actual mleage traveled in a personal vehicle in the
5 performance of their duties during their term of service,

6 docunent ed, reported and payable nonthly at the applicable

7 Federal rate, including commuting m | eage.

8 (2) Actual expenses for other nodes of ground

9 transportation in the performance of their duties during

10 their termof service, docunented, reported and payabl e

11 nmont hl y, including commuti ng expenses.

12 (3) Actual expenses for overnight |odging required for
13 t he conveni ence of el ected del egates traveling nore than 50
14 mles fromtheir residence in the performance of their duties
15 during their termof service, docunented, reported and

16 payabl e nont hly.

17 (f) Ternms of service.--Terns of service for elected

18 del egates shall commence on the date of their oath of office.
19 Terns shall expire Cctober 1, 2009, except for del egate nenbers

20 of the preparatory conmttee, whose terns shall expire Novenber

21 1, 20009.

22 (g) Imunity.--The follow ng shall apply:

23 (1) A delegate shall, in all cases except treason,

24 felony, violation of oath of office and breach of the peace,
25 be privileged fromarrest during attendance and travel to and
26 fromthe convention

27 (2) A delegate shall not be questioned in any other

28 pl ace for any speech or debate in the convention.

29 (h) Exclusions.--The follow ng shall apply:

30 (1) No elected delegate shall, during their term of

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service, be appointed to or hold any civil office under this

Commonweal th to which a salary, fee or perquisite is

att ached.

(2) No nmenber of Congress or other person hol ding any
of fice, except that of attorney-at-law or in the National
Guard or a reserve conponent of the arnmed forces of the
United States, under the United States or this Commonweal th
to which a salary, fee or perquisite is attached shall be a
del egate during their continuance in office.

(3) Elected del egates shall be prohibited from serving
as a public official as defined in section 2 for a period of
two years after their termof service expires.

Section 5. Nom nation of elected del egates and w t hdrawal s.

(a) Nomi nation.--Candidates for del egates to the convention
shall be nom nated by petition in accordance with all of the
fol | ow ng:

(1) The secretary shall prescribe the formof the
petition, which shall not include any reference to the
political affiliation of the candi date.

(2) A petition nust be signed by at |east 100 qualified
el ectors of the candidate's senatorial district in accordance
with all of the follow ng:

(i) An elector may not sign nore than two nom nation
petitions.

(i1i) A signer nmust state the signer's residence,
giving city, borough or township, with street and nunber,
and that the signer is a qualified elector of the
district. The signature nmust be dated.

(tit) A petition shall not be circulated prior to

August 19, 2008. A signature shall not be counted unl ess

1 it bears a date |ater than August 18, 2008.

2 (iv) A petition may be on one or nore sheets.

3 Different sheets nust be used for signers residing in

4 different counties. If nore than one sheet is used, the
5 sheets nmust be bound together when offered for filing if
6 they are intended to constitute one petition, and each
7 sheet nust be nunbered consecutively at the foot of each
8 page, beginning with nunber one. Each sheet nust have

9 appended to it the affidavit for the individual who

10 circulated it setting forth all of the follow ng:

11 (A) That the individual is a qualified elector
12 of the senatorial district naned in the petition.

13 (B) The individual's residence, giving city,

14 bor ough or township, with street and nunber

15 (C That the signers to the petition signed with
16 t he know edge of the contents of the petition.

17 (D) That the residences of the signers are

18 correctly stated.

19 (E) That each signer resides in the district
20 named in the affidavit.
21 (F) That each signer signed on the date set
22 forth.
23 (G That, to the best of the affidavit's
24 knowl edge and belief, the signers are qualified
25 el ectors of the district.
26 (3) A petition nust be filed in the office of the
27 secretary by 5 p.m on Septenber 9, 2008. A filing fee of
28 $100 nust be paid by the candidate by certified check or
29 noney order.
30 (b) Candidate's affidavit.--A candidate nust file with the

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of fice of the secretary, by 5 p.m on Septenber 9, 2008, an
affidavit stating or attesting to all of the foll ow ng:

(1) The candidate's residence with street, nunber and
post office address.

(2) That the candidate is eligible for the office of
el ected del egate to the conventi on.

(3) That, if elected, the candidate will faithfully
observe the limtations and requirenments inposed upon the
convention by this act.

(4) That the candidate neets the qualifications set
forth in section 4(c).

(c) Statenment of financial interests.--A candidate nust file
copies of a statenment of financial interests with the office of
the secretary and the State Ethics Comm ssion by 5 p.m on
Sept enber 9, 2008.

(d) Wthdrawal.--A candidate may withdraw as a candidate if
t he candi date

(1) Makes the request in witing. The request nust be
signed by the candi date and acknow edged before an officer
enpower ed to admi ni ster oaths

(2) Files the request in the office of the secretary by
5 p.m on Septenber 16, 2008.

(e) Certification.--The secretary shall certify the names of
the nom nees to the county boards as provided by Iaw no | ater
t han Sept enber 23, 2008.

(f) Forms.--The secretary shall provide all fornms and
instructions for candidates in a tinmely and conveni ent nmanner
consistent with that used for |egislative elections.

Section 6. Elected and alternate del egates.

El ections for elected del egates shall be held at the
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muni ci pal el ection on Novenber 4, 2008, and shall be
nonparti san. The secretary shall forward to each county board
t he nanes of the candi dates. Candi dates' nanes shall be grouped
together on the ballot without reference to party affiliation,
separate fromthe nanmes of candidates for any other office, and
subsequent to the question set forth in section 3(a). Each
el ector voting at the municipal election shall be entitled to
vote for two candidates fromthe elector's senatorial district.
If the question which is set forth in section 3(a) is approved
by a majority of the electors casting votes:
(1) The three candi dates receiving the highest nunber of
votes shall be the el ected del egates of that district.
(2) The candidate receiving the fourth-highest nunber of
votes shall be the first alternate del egate; the candi date
receiving the fifth-highest nunber of votes shall be the
second al ternate del egate.
(3) In the case of atie vote, the election shall be
determ ned in accordance with the provisions of section 1418
of the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333, No.320), known as the
Pennsyl vani a El ecti on Code.
(4) The county boards shall, by Novenber 18, 2008,
certify the return of the election for all delegates to the
secretary.
(5) The secretary shall, by Novenber 25, 2008, certify
to the Governor the nanmes of elected and alternate del egates.
Section 7. Vacanci es.

(a) Candidate.--1n the event of the death of a candi date
prior to Septenber 23, 2008, that candi date's name shall be
renmoved fromthe ballot. In the event of the death of a

candi date on or after Septenber 26, 2008, votes received by that
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candi date in the municipal election shall be counted and
recorded, but void, and a vacancy shall exist.

(b) Elected delegate.--1n the event of a vacancy in the
of fice of elected delegate, the first alternate del egate from
the sane senatorial district shall becone the el ected del egate;
if the first alternate is unable to serve, the second alternate
del egate shall becone the el ected delegate, etc. If no such
alternate delegate is available to fill a vacancy, the remaining
el ected del egates fromthe sane district, together with the
Senator fromthat district, shall collectively nomnate a single
candidate to be confirmed by a majority of the convention as
soon as practicable to fill the vacancy.
Section 8. (Organization of convention and sessi ons.

(a) Convening.--The follow ng shall apply:

(1) The convention's el ected del egates shall convene in
the Hall of the House of Representatives on Decenber 2, 2008,
at 12 noon.

(2) The convention shall be called to order by the
Gover nor

(3) The secretary shall certify the returns of the
el ections for elected and alternate del egates and issue
certificates of election.

(4) The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court shall, after
the returns have been certified, adm nister the oath of
office in the follow ng form

| do solemmly swear (or affirm) that | wll support,
obey and defend the Constitution of the United States
and the Constitution of Pennsylvania, that | wll
abide by the limtations and requirenents of the

Citizens Constitutional Convention Act of 2008, and
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1 that I will discharge ny duties with fidelity.

2 (5) Each elected delegate shall sign and swear a witten
3 version of the oath of office, provided by the secretary, to
4 be preserved with the official journals of the convention,

5 and ot her copi es as needed by the secretary.

6 (b) Organization.--The follow ng shall apply:

7 (1) The convention shall be the final judge of the

8 qgualifications of its own del egates.

9 (2) The convention shall elect fromanong its el ected
10 del egates a president, first vice-president, second vice-

11 presi dent and a secretary.

12 (3) The convention shall elect fromanong its el ected
13 del egates 15 nenbers to serve on a preparatory conmttee with
14 the elected officers of the convention. The committee shal
15 al so include the Majority Leader of the Senate, the Mnority
16 Leader of the Senate, the Majority Leader of the House of

17 Representatives and the Mnority Leader of the House of

18 Represent ati ves.

19 (4) The convention shall organize ten commttees to
20 separately address each article of the Constitution of
21 Pennsyl vani a subject to the scope of the convention.
22 (5) The convention shall organize a commttee on
23 arrangenent, subm ssion and address to the people.
24 (c) Duties of preparatory conmttee.--The foll ow ng shal
25 apply:
26 (1) The conmittee shall prescribe rules for all of the
27 foll ow ng, subject to adoption by a magjority of the el ected
28 del egates at the comrencenent of working sessions:
29 (1) Procedure.
30 (i1i) Conduct of delegates, including censure,

(2) The conmittee shall be authorized to do all of the
ow ng, when required for the conduct of the business of
conventi on:

(i) Lease or otherw se obtain suitable neeting and
of fice space and to purchase or | ease supplies,
equi pnent, publications and other material necessary for
t he work of the convention.

(ii) Hre or engage staff necessary for the work of
t he conventi on.

(tit) Initiate relevant studies through its own
personnel or in cooperation with any public or private
agenci es.

(iv) Hold public hearings.

(v) Enter into contracts.

(vi) Receive fromthe Comonweal t h agenci es and
political subdivisions and | ocal agenci es assi stance
necessary or desirable to carry out properly the powers
and duties under this subsection.

(vii) Submit a budget and additional reports to the
General Assenbly in sufficient time for the General
Assenbly to pass any necessary appropriation act required
by section 15, as needed.

Sessions.--The follow ng shall apply:

(1) The organizational session shall be adjourned no

|ater than 5 p.m on Decenber 5, 2008.

(2) Wbrking sessions of the convention shall comence on

January 12, 2009.

Si ne di e adjournnent.--The convention shall adjourn sine

30 die no later than Septenber 15, 20009.
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1 Section 9. Function.

2 (a) Scope.--The convention has the power, by a vote of two-
3 thirds of its elected delegates on final passage, to nake

4 recommendations to the electorate on all subjects contained

5 wthin the Constitution of Pennsyl vania except for those

6 contained within Article | of the Constitution of Pennsylvani a,
7 pertaining to the Declaration of Rights.

8 (b) Reorganization.--1n dealing with the subject matter

9 under subsection (a), the convention may recomend anmendnent,
10 addition, deletion, division, transfer, continuation w thout

11 change and i npl enentati on schedul es.

12 Section 10. Manner of submtting proposals to el ectorate.

13 (a) Convention.--The follow ng shall apply:

14 (1) The recommendations of the convention shall be

15 submtted to the electorate as determ ned by the conventi on.
16 (2) The convention shall franme the ball ot question or
17 guesti ons.

18 (b) Certification.--The changes proposed and the ball ot

19 question or questions shall be certified by the president and
20 secretary of the convention to the secretary by Septenber 30,
21 20009.
22 Section 11. Subm ssion to electorate.
23 (a) Secretary.--The follow ng shall apply:
24 (1) The secretary shall publish the Constitution of
25 Pennsyl vani a showi ng the changes proposed by the convention
26 and any address to the people by the convention, in
27 convenient printed formand in convenient digital format the
28 earliest time practicable after certification.
29 (2) The secretary shall advertise the proposals and
30 address of the convention in at |east two newspapers of
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1 general circulation in every county once during the second

2 week of October 2009 and once during the fourth week of

3 Oct ober 2009.

4 (3) The secretary shall send a sufficient nunber of

5 copies of the printed publication under paragraph (1) to each
6 county board to satisfy the requirenments of subsection (b).

7 (4) Upon request of an elector, the secretary shall send
8 a copy of the publication under paragraph (1).

9 (b) County boards.--Each county board shall nmake the

10 publication under subsection (a)(1l) avail able at each polling

11 place in a quantity equal to the nunmber of voting boot hs,

12 termnals or stations at that polling place.

13 (c) Election.--The follow ng shall apply:

14 (1) The recommendations of the convention shall be

15 submtted to the electors for their approval or rejection at
16 t he general election on Novenber 3, 2009.

17 (2) A nmjority affirmative vote of the electors casting
18 votes on the ball ot question or questions certified under

19 section 10(b) in the election is necessary for the adoption
20 of the recommendati ons of the conventi on.
21 (d) Certification.--The secretary shall certify the results
22 of the election by Novenber 24, 20009.
23 Section 12. Lobbyi ng.
24 (a) Delegates.--The follow ng shall apply:
25 (1) Direct |obbying of individual del egates by
26 organi zations or individuals registered as | obbyists within
27 t his Commonweal th on the effective date of this act and for
28 the duration of the convention, other than neetings between
29 i ndi vidual electors of a senatorial district and the del egate
30 or del egates representing the sane district, shall be
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1 pr ohi bi t ed.

2 (2) No delegate shall accept any gift, neal, service or
3 ot her benefit, or any prom se of such in the future, offered
4 by any party in an effort to influence the outconme of the

5 conventi on.

6 (b) Convention.--The follow ng shall apply:

7 (1) Lobbyists prohibited froml obbying del egates in

8 subsection (a)(1l) shall be permitted to | obby the convention
9 as a whole by the follow ng nethods:

10 (1) Providing printed reference materials in

11 guantities sufficient for distribution to all elected

12 del egates, subject to any pertinent policies adopted by
13 t he conventi on.

14 (i1i) Providing printed and oral testinony at a

15 heari ng before any commttee or subcomm ttee of the

16 convention, subject to any pertinent policies adopted by
17 t he conventi on.

18 (ii1) Providing printed reference materials to

19 conmmittees or subconmittees of the convention in
20 guantities sufficient for distribution to all elected
21 del egates, subject to any pertinent policies adopted by
22 t he conventi on.
23 (2) The convention shall not accept, on behalf of its
24 del egates, any gift, neal, service or other benefit, or any
25 prom se of such in the future, offered by any party in an
26 effort to influence the outconme of the convention.
27 Section 13. Convention open to public.
28 Sessions of the convention as a whole and all neetings of its

29 commttees and subcommittees shall be open to the public.
30 Section 14. Judicial inmunity.
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Provi ded no portion of the resultant Constitution of
Pennsyl vani a, duly proposed by the convention and adopted by the
el ectorate according to the provisions of this act, is found to
be in violation of the Constitution of the United States, no
court of this Conmonwealth shall have the authority to overturn
its provisions.
Section 15. Appropriation.

If the question in section 3(a) is approved by the
el ectorate, the sum of $20, 000,000 shall be transferred fromthe
nonl apsi ng | eadershi p accounts of the General Assenbly, in four
equal contributions by the nmagjority and mnority caucuses of the
Senate and the House of Representatives, to carry out the
provi sions of this act. Further sums required by the convention
to performits duties, contributed in simlar fashion, shall be
provi ded upon request by the convention in accordance with
section 8(c)(2)(vii).
Section 16. Effective date.

This act shall take effect as follows:

(1) Section 15 of this act shall take effect upon
publication of the notice under section 3(c).
(2) The remainder of this act shall take effect

i mredi ately.
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
