The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Title 4 of the Pennsylvani a Consol i dated Statutes

i s amended by adding a section to read:

8§ 1332. Procedures and renedi es upon default of |icensee.

(a) Procedures.--The board shall establish procedures to be

used in the event a |licensee has failed to fulfill any of the

conditions required by the board or provided for in this part.

(b) Renedies.--The procedures shall specify the renedi es

avai |l able to the board, which shall include:

(1) Forfeiture of license fees or other fees.

(2) Suspension of the |license.

(3) Subnission of the defaulting |license to trusteeship

of the board.

(4) Revocation of the |license.

(c) Notice of default.--The board shall send a notice of

default to any licensed ganm ng entity, supplier, manufacturer,

ganm ng enpl oyee or other person that the board approves as

qualified to receive a license or a pernmt under this part

within 10 days of the failure of the entity to fulfill any of

the conditions required by the board or provided for in this

part. A copy of the notice shall also be sent to the Governor

and to the Community, Econom ¢ and Recreati onal Devel opnent

Committee of the Senate and the Ganmi ng Oversi ght Conmittee of

t he House of Representatives. The notice shall specify the

condition violated and provide a precise tine period within

which the |icensee may respond and correct the defaul ting

conditi on before the board i nposes any or all of the renedi es

under subsection (b).

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
