(D.1) MULTIPLE OFFENSES.--A PERSON WHO AT THE TIME OF

SECTION 2. TITLE 42 IS AMENDED BY ADDING A SECTION TO READ:

S 9720.5. Sentencing for offenses involving child pornography.

In addition to anv minimum term of imprisonment authorized or

established by law for the offense, the Pennsvylvania Commission

on Sentencing, 1in accordance with section 2154 (relating to

adoption of guidelines for sentencing), shall provide for a

sentence enhancement within its guidelines for an offense under

18 Pa.C.S. § 6312 (relating to sexual abuse of children),

specifving variations from the range of sentences applicable

based on such aggravating circumstances as the age of the child,

the number of images possessed by the defendant and the nature

and character of the abuse depicted in the images.

Section 2 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
