WHEREAS, During 2015, five officers were killed in service in
this Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, The House of Representatives recognizes and commits
to honor those who continue to make the ultimate sacrifice to
keep our communities safe and play such an integral role in our
society; therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives designate January

9, 2016, as "Law Enforcement Appreciation Day" in Pennsylvania.
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
