A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Veterans offer our Commonwealth a talented and 
experienced pool of leaders, workers and neighbors; and

WHEREAS, Many veterans face challenges living to their 
fullest potential because of the injuries, both mental and 
physical, suffered during their service; and

WHEREAS, Veterans transitioning to civilian life frequently 
lack the funds to acquire the professional attire necessary to 
interview for civilian jobs; and

WHEREAS, Farmers Insurance has been named one of the top 150
