WHEREAS, The week of May 6 through 13, 2018, marks the 95th 
annual observance of "National Music Week"; and

WHEREAS, This year's theme is "Music...The Universal 
Language"; and

WHEREAS, Music can bring joy to each person's life, 
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refreshing and soothing our minds and giving lofty inspiration 
to our souls; and

WHEREAS, Listening to music is one of the most popular forms 
of entertainment and is enjoyed by individuals and groups from
