WHEREAS, On Septenber 11, 2001, al Qaeda terrorists hijacked
and intentionally flew two planes into the twin towers of the
Wrld Trade Center in Manhattan and hijacked and crashed a third
aircraft into the United States Departnent of Defense
headquarters at the Pentagon in Arlington County, Virginia; and

WHEREAS, The first battle of the global war on terrorismtook

pl ace in the skies over Somerset County, Pennsylvania, and was
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ultimately won by the heroi smof the passengers aboard United
Airlines Flight 93 who courageously fought to regain control of
t he pl ane and prevented further death and destruction; and
WHEREAS, These attacks cl ainmed nearly 3,000 innocent |ives,
i ncl udi ng many energency responders who unselfishly answered the
call to duty; and
WHEREAS, On Septenber 12, 2001, the energency responder
community of our great nation took pause to reflect upon the
heroic efforts of their fellow enmergency responders who were
killed in the line of duty during the attacks of 9/11; and
WHEREAS, Their acts of courage and sacrifice for our country
are worthy of acknow edgnment and commendati on, and they shal
remain in our hearts and m nds forever, their renmenbrance
continuing to be passed on to future generations; therefore be

RESCLVED, That the House of Representatives designate
Sept enber 12, 2007, as "Energency Responder Day" in
