The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 10.1(e) of the act of Novenber 1, 1971
(P.L.495, No.113), entitled "An act providing for the
conpensati on of county officers in counties of the second
t hrough eighth classes, for the disposition of fees, for filing
of bonds in certain cases and for duties of certain officers,”
reenact ed and anmended COctober 7, 1976 (P.L.1101, No.223) and
added Novenber 1, 1979 (P.L.246, No.82), is anended to read:

Section 10.1. * * *

(e) Any salary increase shall be on a percentage basis and

applied equally to all county officials except that the county

conmmi ssioners may provide a greater percentage salary increase




to the | owest paid county official, other than the jury

conmmi ssioners, until his salary is equal to the other county

officials except the jury conm ssioners, district attorneys and

county conmi SSi oners.

Section 2. This act shall be applicable to each such officer

when permtted by the Constitution of Pennsyl vani a.
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Section 3. This act shall take effect imediately.
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
