AN ACT

1 Anending the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.343, No.176), entitled,

2 as anmended, "An act relating to the finances of the State

3 government; providing for the settlenent, assessnent,

4 collection, and Iien of taxes, bonus, and all other accounts
5 due the Commonweal th, the collection and recovery of fees and
6 ot her noney or property due or belonging to the Comonweal th,
7 or any agency thereof, including escheated property and the
8 proceeds of its sale, the custody and di sbursenment or other
9 di sposition of funds and securities belonging to or in the
10 possessi on of the Conmonweal th, and the settlenment of clains
11 agai nst the Conmonweal th, the resettlenent of accounts and
12 appeals to the courts, refunds of noneys erroneously paid to
13 t he Commonweal th, auditing the accounts of the Commonweal th
14 and all agencies thereof, of all public officers collecting
15 noneys payable to the Commonweal th, or any agency thereof,

16 and all receipts of appropriations fromthe Commonweal t h,

17 aut hori zing the Commonweal th to issue tax anticipation notes
18 to defray current expenses, inplenenting the provisions of

19 section 7(a) of Article VIIl of the Constitution of
20 Pennsyl vani a aut hori zing and restricting the incurring of

21 certain debt and inposing penalties; affecting every

22 departnment, board, conm ssion, and officer of the State

23 government, every political subdivision of the State, and
24 certain officers of such subdivisions, every person,

25 associ ation, and corporation required to pay, assess, or

26 coll ect taxes, or to nmake returns or reports under the |aws
27 i nposi ng taxes for State purposes, or to pay license fees or
28 ot her noneys to the Commonweal th, or any agency thereof,

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Commonweal th, " providing for audits of affairs of the General
Assenbly and | egi sl ative agencies; and naking a rel ated
repeal .
The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. The act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.343, No.176), known
as The Fiscal Code, is anmended by adding a section to read:

Section 402.1 Audits of Affairs of the General Assenbly and

Legi sl ati ve Agencies.-- |t shall be the duty of the Departnent

of the Auditor General to audit the financial affairs of the

CGCeneral Assenbly and its | eqgislative service agencies. At | east

one audit shall be nade each year. Special audits may be nmnde

whenever they may, in the judgnent of the Auditor General,

appear necessary. Copies of all audits nade by the Departnent of

the Auditor General shall be pronptly subnmitted to the President

pro tenpore of the Senate, the Mnority Leader of the Senate,

t he Speaker of the House of Representatives and the Mnority

Leader of the House of Representatives.

Section 2. Repeals are as follows:

(1) The General Assenbly declares that the repeal under
par agraph (2) is necessary to effectuate the addition of section
402.1 of the act.

(2) Section 1 of the act of June 30, 1970 (P.L.442, No.151),
entitled "An act inplenenting the provisions of Article VIII,
section 10 of the Constitution of Pennsylvania, by designating
t he Comonweal th officers who shall be charged with the function
of auditing the financial transactions after the occurrence
t hereof of the Legislative and Judicial branches of the
governnment of the Commonweal th, establishing a Legislative Audit
Advi sory Comm ssion, and inposing certain powers and duties on

such commi ssion,” is repeal ed.
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1 Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
