$94, 741, 000.
(c) Transportation assistance.--The total authorization for
the capital projects in the category of transportation
assi stance projects itemzed in section 5 with respect to which
an interest is to be acquired in or constructed by the
Department of Transportation, its successors or assigns, and to
be financed by the incurring of debt, shall be $1,-077-573;000 <—

(d) Redevel opnent assistance.--The total authorization for

(f) Keystone Recreation, Park and Conservation.--The total

in the Keystone Recreation, Park and Conservation Fund shall be

(2) Capital projects itemzed in sections 6 and 7 of
this act for which grant agreenents have not been executed by
June 22, 2004, shall expire on such date and shall be
consi dered repeal ed.

(d) Extensions.--The Secretary of the Budget may extend an
expired project for up to one year upon witten notification to
the chairman and mnority chairman of the Appropriations
Committee of the Senate and the chairman and mnority chairman
of the Appropriations Cormittee of the House of Representatives.
Upon expiration of the extension period, an extended project nmay
not be subsequently extended.

(e) Reports.--Wenever the authorization and appropriation
for the additional capital projects item zed under this act
shall expire pursuant to subsection (a), the Secretary of the
Budget shall, within 30 days of the date of expiration, provide
to the chairman and mnority chairman of the Appropriations
Committee of the Senate and the chairman and m nority chairman
of the Appropriations Commttee of the House of Representatives
a report itemzing all capital projects which have expired. Such
report shall contain specific references to the section of the
act wherein the projects were item zed and shall include the
proj ect |ocation, project description and authorized project
anount. The report shall also aggregate the total dollar anobunt
of expired projects by capital project category.
