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AN ACT
Creating the Pennsylvania I ntergovernnmental Council providing
for structure, nmenbership, powers and duties; establishing a
form of conpensation and defining ternms.
The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Short title.
This act shall be known and may be cited as the "Pennsyl vani a
I nt ergover nnental Council Act.
Section 2. Definitions.
The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this act shal

have, unless the context clearly indicates otherw se, the

meani ngs given to themin this section:

"Council."™ The Pennsylvani a | ntergovernnental Council.
"Federal Regional Council." The Regional Directors for
Federal Region Il of the major grant maki ng Federal agencies

whose chairman i s appoi nted by the President.
" St at ewi de associ ations of general purpose governnent." The

Pennsyl vani a League of Cities, the Pennsylvania State
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Associ ati on of Boroughs, the Pennsylvania State Association of
County Comm ssioners, the Pennsylvania State Association of
Townshi p Supervi sors and the Pennsyl vania State Association of
Townshi p Conmmi ssi oners.

Section 3. Structure and nmenbershi p.

There is hereby created a Pennsyl vani a | ntergovernnent al
Council which shall consist of 13 nenbers including the
Governor, Majority Leader of the Senate, the Mnority Leader of
the Senate, the Majority Leader of the House, the Mnority
Leader of the House, the Secretary of the Departnent of
Community Affairs, the presidents of each of the five Statew de
associ ations of general purpose governnents, the chairman of the
M d- Atl anti ¢ Federal Regional Council and one appoi ntee of the
chai rman who is a nenber of such Federal Regional Council. The
Governor may designate the Lieutenant Governor or another
cabi net-1evel appointee to serve in his stead as a pernnanent
menber of the council. The Majority and Mnority Leaders of the
CGeneral Assenbly and the presidents of the Statew de
associ ations of general governnents nay each appoi nt anot her
el ected official to serve in their stead.

Section 4. Ternms of office.

The af orementioned 13 nenbers shall continue to serve as
menbers of the council at the pleasure of the governnental body
or other designating entity and shall continue to serve as
menbers of the council until they cease to occupy the el ected or
appoi nted office which entitles themto nenbership, at which
time the successor to the office shall becone a nenber of the
council. A legislative nenber of the council shall continue to
serve as a nmenber of the council during the interim between

sessi ons.
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Section 5. Conpensati on.

Menbers of the council (not to include the Federal nenbers)
shall be entitled to actual vouchered expenses for each day such
menber is in attendance at neetings or hearings or authorized
busi ness of the council including tinme spent traveling to and
fromthe place of the neeting, hearing, or other authorized
busi ness.

Section 6. Powers, rules and staffing.

The council shall have the power and duty to elect its own
chai rman, vice chairman, and other officers, to nake rules and
regul ati ons governing its proceedings and to appoi nt such staff
as it deens necessary to properly performits power and duties.
Such staff appointnments to be made strictly wi thin budgetary
constraints.

Section 7. Duties.

The council shall performthe follow ng duties:

(1) Provide forumfor bringing together the principal
el ected and adm nistrative officials of |ocal and State
governments as well as regional Federal admnistrative
| eaders involved in Pennsylvania affairs for comrunicati on,
consul tation and coordi nati on.

(2) Encourage, and where appropriate, coordinate studies
related to intergovernnental relations conducted by the
State, Federal, and | ocal agencies, and other research-
ori ented organi zati ons.

Section 8. Reporting.

The council shall bi-annually issue a report of the progress
of its work acconpanied by a financial statenment to the
Governor, and the Speaker of the House, the President of the

Senate, the nenmbers of the council, and the chi ef executive
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of ficer of any organi zation providing funding for the council.
Section 9. Gants.

The council shall be enpowered to receive grants or noneys
fromany State, Federal or |ocal governnent agency or other
sour ce.

Section 10. Effective date.
This act shall take effect in 45 days and remain in effect

until June 30, 1979, unless the Ceneral Assenbly shall extend
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its effectiveness after thorough review of its perfornance.
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
