The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. The sum of $2,326,000 is hereby appropriated to
The Medi cal Coll ege of Pennsylvania | ocated in East Falls,

Phi | adel phi a, Pennsylvania, for the fiscal year July 1, 1984 to
June 30, 1985, for instruction in the Doctor of Medicine program
and for participation by a representative of the institution,
appoi nted by the Chief Executive Oficer thereof, as a nmenber of
t he Pennsyl vani a Academ ¢ Comm ssi on on Technol ogi cal

Devel opnent, a comm ssion for inter-institutional comunication
regardi ng technol ogi cal innovation and devel opnent and for

di ssem nation of information on such matters to the Pennsyl vani a
busi ness community and others who may use such information for
new busi ness and j ob devel opnent in Pennsyl vania, such

commi ssion to be conposed of representatives of every State-
owned or State-related educational or scientific institution
recei ving CGeneral Fund assistance fromthe Commonweal t h.

Section 2. The sum of 268,000 is hereby appropriated to The
Medi cal Col | ege of Pennsyl vani a, Phil adel phia, Pennsylvania, for
the fiscal year July 1, 1984 to June 30, 1985, for the general
mai nt enance of The Medi cal Col | ege of Pennsyl vani a, incl uding
t he School of Allied Health, and student aid.

Section 3. Paynents to The Medical Coll ege of Pennsyl vani a
on account of the appropriations provided in sections 1 and 2
shall be made quarterly by the Secretary of Education on the
basis of costs during the fiscal year.

Section 4. The Medical College of Pennsylvania shall provide
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such information and in such formand manner as the Depart nment
of Education may prescri be.

Section 5. The Medical College of Pennsylvania shall report
its revenues and expenditures and present its financial
statenments in accordance with generally accepted accounting
princi pl es and procedures for educational institutions as set
forth in the "H gher Education Finance Manual of 1975," w thout
exception.

Section 6. This act shall take effect July 1, 1984 or, if

enact ed subsequent to that date, then imedi ately.
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
