At least three different cases resulting fromthe Depart nent
of Transportation's road salt storage exist, with over a dozen
wel | s contam nated. There are al so several nore cases involving
| ocal municipality's storage of road salt. It can be shown that
salt fromroad salt storage areas has contanminated wells up to a
quarter of a mle away fromthe storage area; and

Regul ati ons shoul d be adopted to control this serious
problem therefore be it
