WHEREAS, Many of these nonprofit organizations have little or
no experience in the process of conpetitive bidding and may be
underbid by proprietary agencies. Such an action would nean the
abandonnment of nonprofit agencies which have built a track
record over many years; and

WHEREAS, The initial cost nay be | ower, the |ong-range cost,

viewed in terns of quality of care and return on the dollar, may



be much greater; therefore be it
RESCLVED, That the Speaker of the House of Representatives
establish a conmittee to investigate Directive #83-12 to

determne if these contracts should be awarded to agenci es on
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criteria other than strict conpetitive bidding.
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
