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AN ACT
Amendi ng the act of October 4, 1978 (P.L.883, No.170), entitled
"An act relating to conflicts of interest involving certain
public officials serving in State or State agencies and | ocal
political subdivision positions and prohibiting certain
publ i c enpl oyees fromengaging in certain conflict of
interest activities requiring certain disclosures and
provi ding penalties,” further providing for the filing of
statements or financial interests for county and muni ci pal
of fices.
The CGeneral Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 4(b), (d) and (e) of the act of Cctober
4, 1978 (P.L.883, No.170), referred to as the Public Oficial
and Enpl oyee Ethics Law, are anended to read:
Section 4. Statenment of financial interests required to be

filed.

* * %

(b) Each candidate for public office, except county and

muni ci pal offices, shall file a statenent of financial interests

for the preceding cal endar year with the conm ssion prior to
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filing a petition to appear on the ballot for election as a

public official. A petition to appear on the ballot for a public

office other than county and nuni ci pal offices shall not be

accepted by an election official unless the petition includes an
affidavit that the candidate has filed the required statenent of

financial interests with the conm ssion. Each candidate for a

county or nunicipal office shall file a statenment of fi nanci al

interests for the precedi ng cal endar year with the county

el ection board at the tine of or prior to filing a petition to

appear on the ballot for election as a | ocal public official. A

petition to appear on the ballot for a county or nuni ci pal

office shall not be accepted by an el ection official unless the

petition i s acconpani ed by the financial statenent or the

petition includes an affidavit that the candidate has filed the

requi red statenent of financial interests with the board. Upon

recei pt of the statenent the board shall forward it to the

conmi ssi on.

(d) No public official shall be allowed to take the oath of
of fice or enter or continue upon his duties, nor shall he
recei ve conpensation frompublic funds, unless he has filed a
statement of financial interests [with the conm ssion] as
required by this act.

(e) (1) Any candidate for State [or county-w de] public

office shall file a statenent of financial interests with the

conmmi ssion pursuant to this act and shall file a copy of that
statement with the Board of Elections in the county in which

t he candi date resides.

(2) Any candidate for county-wi de or |ocal office shal

file a statenent of financial interests [with the comm ssion]
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pursuant to this act and shall file a copy of that statenent
with the governing authority of the political subdivision in

which he is a candidate or with the Board of El ections in the

county in which the candi date resides, as the case nay be.

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Section 2. This act shall take effect January 1, 1986.
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
