Section 1. The follow ng anendnment to the Constitution of
Pennsyl vania is proposed in accordance with Article Xl

That section 3 of Article Il be anended to read:
§ 3. Terms of nenbers.

Senators shall be elected for the termof four years and
Representatives for the termof [two] four years.

Section 2. At the first general election after the adoption
of this amendnent, Representatives in odd-nunbered districts
shall be elected for ternms of four years and the Representatives

in even-nunbered districts shall be elected for terns of two

years. Thereafter all nenbers of the House of Representatives



1 shall be elected for four years.
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
