pol lution; providing protection of water supply and water
quality; providing for the jurisdiction of courts in the
enforcenent thereof; providing additional remnedies for
abating pollution of waters; inposing certain penalties;
repealing certain acts; regulating discharges of sewage and
i ndustrial wastes; regulating the operation of m nes and
regul ating the inpact of m ning upon water quality, supply
and quantity; placing responsibilities upon |andowners and
| and occupiers and to nmaintain primary jurisdiction over
surface coal mning in Pennsylvania," exenpting frompermts
and fees persons who mne a certain quantity of flagstone.
