15 enterprise, or (v) a travel and tourismenterprise, established

16 or to be established by an industrial devel opnent agency in a
17 critical econom c area.

19 (v) The term"travel and tourismenterprise" shall nean a

20 long-termproject or activity devoted to the enhancenent of this

21 Commonweal th's travel and tourismindustry and rel ated

22 recreational activities if it provides full-tinme, year-round

24 Conmonweal t h.
