energency service training as creditable high school courses.
The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. The act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14), known
as the Public School Code of 1949, is anmended by adding a
section to read:

Secti on 1550. Firefi ghter and Energency Service Training. - -

(a) Firefighter and energency service training may be added to

hi gh school curricula as credit-earni ng courses.

3 (1) Training as a firefighter | fromthe National Board of
4 Professional Qualifications.

5 (2) Training as an_energency nedical technician by the

7 No.45), known as the "Energency Medical Services Act.”

8 (c) The school district shall provide transportation and
9 supervision for_training which takes place off school grounds.
10 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
