AN ACT

Requiring permits for the operation of hazardous waste transfer
facilities.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Short title.

This act shall be known and may be cited as the Hazardous
Waste Transfer Facilities Act.

Section 2. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this act shal
have the neanings given to themin this section unless the
context clearly indicates otherw se:

"Departnment.” The Departnent of Environmental Protection of
t he Conmonweal t h.

"Hazardous waste." The termshall have the nmeani ng given to
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it under the act of July 7, 1980 (P.L.380, No.97), known as the
Sol i d Waste Managenent Act.

"Transfer facility.”" A transportation-related facility,
i ncl udi ng | oadi ng docks, parking areas, storage areas and ot her
simlar areas, where shipnments of hazardous waste are held

during the normal course of transportation.

"Transporter.” A person or municipality engaged in the
offsite transportation of hazardous waste by air, rail, highway
or water.

Section 3. Permt required.

Not wi t hst andi ng any other provision of law, it shall be
unl awful for a person or nunicipality to operate a transfer
facility unless that person or nmunicipality first obtains a
permt for the facility fromthe departnent.

Section 4. Transfer restriction.

Not wi t hst andi ng any other provision of law, it shall be
unlawful for a transporter to transfer hazardous waste from one
vehicle to another except at a permtted transfer facility. If a
departnental official acting within the scope of his official
responsibilities determ nes that i mredi ate transfer of the
hazardous waste is necessary to protect the health and safety of
the public or the environnent, that official nay authorize in
witing a vehicle-to-vehicle transfer at a | ocation other than a
permtted transfer facility.

Section 5. Effective date.

This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
