WHEREAS, Such segregation and di scrimnation would violate
Federal and State civil rights and equal opportunity |aws; and
WHEREAS, The Conmonwealth is commtted to protecting the

rights of all of its citizens to be free fromdiscrimnation on

the basis of race, religion, sex or national origin; therefore
