AN ACT
1 Anending the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.216, No.76), entitled "An
2 act relating to dentistry; defining and providing for the
3 licensing and registration of dentists and dental hygienists,
4 and for the revocation and suspension of such licenses and
5 regi strations, subject to appeal, and for their
6 rei nstatenent; defining the powers and duties of the State
7 Dental Council and Exam ning Board and the Departnent of
8 Public Instruction; providing penalties; and repealing
9 existing laws,"” further providing for the definitions of
10 "dental hygienist" and "board"; providing for the definition
11 of "independent dental hygi ene practitioner”; further
12 providing for the general powers of the State Board of
13 Dentistry and for radiol ogi c procedures, education and
14 training; and providing for the independent practice of
15 dental hygi eni sts.
16 The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a

17 hereby enacts as foll ows:
18 Section 1. The definitions of "dental hygienist" and "board"
19 in section 2 of the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.216, No.76), known

20 as The Dental Law, amended February 9, 1984 (P.L.23, No.9), are



1 anended and the section is anended by adding a definition to

2 read:

3 Section 2. Definitions.--* * *

4 A "Dental Hygienist" is one who is legally licensed as such
5 by the [said dental council and exam ning board] State Board of
6 Dentistry to performthose educational, preventive, and

7 therapeutic services and procedures that |icensed dental

8 hygienists are educated to perform Licensed dentists may assign
9 to [their enployed] dental hygienists intra-oral procedures

10 which the hygienists have been educated to perform and which

11 require their professional conpetence and skill but which do not
12 require the professional conpetence and skill of the [enpl oyer-
13 dentist] dentist. Such assignnents shall be under the

14 supervision of a licensed dentist. Such performance of intra-
15 oral procedures by licensed dental hygienists shall be in the
16 private office of a dentist or public or private institution

17 such as schools, hospitals, orphanages, and sanitoria or State
18 health cars. Dental hygienists certified as independent dental
19 hygiene practitioners may performintra-oral procedures w thout
20 the assignnent of a dentist pursuant to section 11.9. The
21 foregoing shall not be construed as authorizing the assignnment
22 of diagnosing, treatnment planning and witing prescriptions for
23 drugs or witing authorizations for restorative, prosthetic, or
24 orthodontic appliances. The board shall issue rules setting
25 forth the necessary education and defining the procedures that
26 may be performed by dental hygienists |icensed under this act
27 including those procedures that nmay be perforned under direct
28 and general supervision.
29 The word "board,"™ as used in this act, neans the [State

30 Dental Council and Exam ning Board] State Board of Dentistry.

"]l ndependent Dental Hygi ene Practitioner" neans a |icensed

dental hygi eni st who nay perform educati onal, preventative,

t herapeutic and intra-oral procedures which the hygienist is

educated to perform and which requires the hygi enist's

pr of essi onal conpetence and skill but which do not require the

pr of essi onal conpetence and skill of a dentist w thout the

aut hori zati on, assi gnnent or exam nation of a dentist, and who

is certified by the State Board of Dentistry as having satisfied

the requirenents of section 11.9. |ndependent dental hygi ene

practitioners may only engage in professional practice in the

practice sites enunerated in section 11.9(b).

Section 2. Section 3(d) of the act, anended Decenber 27,
1994 (P.L.1361, No.160), is anended to read:

Section 3. General Powers of the State Board of Dentistry.--
The State Board of Dentistry (hereinafter called the board)
shall have the foll ow ng powers and duti es:

(d) To provide for and to regulate the licensing, and to
Iicense as a dental hygienist, after exam nation, any duly
qgqual i fied person, not |ess than eighteen years of age, of good
noral character, not addicted to the use of intoxicating |iquor
or narcotic drugs, who has obtained the required education[,
together with a certificate or diploma froman approved
institution or college] for the training of dental hygienists[.]

froman approved institution or coll ege that neets or exceeds

the m ni num st andards establi shed by an approved United States

Depart nent of Educati on-recogni zed regi onal accrediting agency

or the Anerican Dental Associ ati on Conmi ssi on on Dent al

Accreditation. The board shall, consistent with this act, adopt
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regul ations providing for the general supervision and practice
of dental hygienists under this act.

Section 3. Section 11.4(a) of the act, added Decenber 20,
1985 (P.L.513, No.118), is anmended and the section is anended by
addi ng subsections to read:

Section 11.4. Radiologic Procedures; Education and Trai ning
Required.--(a) On and after January 1, 1987, no auxiliary

per sonnel except dental hygi enists and i ndependent dental

hygi ene practitioners shall performradi ol ogic procedures on the

prem ses of the dentist unless such person is under the direct
supervision of a dentist who is on the prem ses at the tinme the
X-ray is taken and unl ess such person has passed an exam nation
approved by the board and adm nistered in accordance with
section 812.1 of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175)
known as "The Adm nistrative Code of 1929."

(e) Notwi thstandi ng the supervision requirenents of this

act, an i ndependent dental hygi ene practiti oner may perform

radi ol ogi cal procedures in any setting w thout supervision of a

dentist on or after the effective date of this subsecti on.

(f) A dental hygi enist nay performradi ol ogi c procedures in

any setting under the general supervision of a |licensed denti st.

For the purposes of this subsection, "general supervision" neans

supervi sion by a denti st who exanm nes the patient, devel ops a

dental treatnment plan, authorizes the performance of the

radi ol ogi c services to be perforned within one year of the

exam nation, and takes full professional responsibility for

perfornmance of the dental hygi eni st.

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Section 11.9. | ndependent Dental Hygi ene Practitioner.--(a)

| ndependent dental hygi ene practitioners nust sati sfy and shal

be certified by the board upon neeting the following criteri a:

(1) Conpl etion of one thousand ei ght hundred hours of

practi ce under the supervision of a |licensed denti st.

(2) Purchase of a nmml practice policy in an anpunt detern ned

to be adequate by the board.

(b)Y The professional practice of an i ndependent dent al

hygi ene practitioner shall be limted to the foll owi ng practice

(1) School s.

(2) Correctional facilities.

(3) "Health care facility" as defined in section 802.1 of

the act of July 19, 1979 (P.L.130, No.48), known as the "Health

Care Facilities Act."

(4) "Personal care hone" as defined in section 1001 of the

act of June 13, 1967 (P.L.31, No.21), known as the "Public

VWl fare Code. "

(5) "Domiciliary care" as defined in section 2202-A of the

act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), known as "The

Admi ni strati ve Code of 1929."

(6) An "older adult daily living center" as defined in

section 2 of the act of July 11, 1990 (P.L.499, No.118), known

as the "AOder Adult Daily Living Centers Licensing Act."

(7) A "facility" as defined in section 3 of the act of June

18, 1984 (P.L.391, No.82), known as the "Continui ng-Care

Provi der Reqi stration and D scl osure Act."

(8) A public or private institution under the jurisdiction

of a Federal, State or | ocal agency.

(9) Oher institutions the board deens appropri ate.
