di sease"; and providing for cancer in the occupation of

firefighter.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 108 of the act of June 2, 1915 (P.L. 736,
No. 338), known as the W rkers' Conpensation Act, reenacted and
anended June 21, 1939 (P.L.520, No.281), is anended by adding a
cl ause to read:

Section 108. The term "occupational disease," as used in

this act, shall mean only the foll ow ng di seases.

* * %

(r) Cancer, resulting in either tenporary or pernmanent total

or partial disability or death, after four years or nore of

service in fire fighting for the benefit or safety of the
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public, caused by exposure to heat, snoke, funes or gasses,

arising directly out of the enpl oynent of any such firefighter.

Section 2. Section 301(c) of the act is amended by adding a
par agr aph to read:

Section 301. * * *

(c) * * *

(3) The limtations of paragraph (2) shall not apply in the

case of cancer in the occupation of firefighter. The enpl oyer

shall have the burden of proving that the firefighter's

occupati on was not a nmjor contributing cause of the

firefighter's |ung carci nonma.

Section 3. The provisions of this act shall be retroactive
to January 1, 1989.

Section 4. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
