WHEREAS, Wil e news reports often focus our attention on
di sastrous wor kpl ace events, nost of these workers die

individually with little public attention; and
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WHEREAS, It is appropriate to honor the nmenory of the
cour ageous and dedi cated nenbers of Pennsylvania' s | abor force
who have died as a result of workplace accidents; and

WHEREAS, It is appropriate to recogni ze workers who have been
injured or disabled in workplace accidents; and

WHEREAS, It is appropriate to recognize the integrity of
Pennsyl vania's work force and its achi evenents on behalf of the
econonmi ¢ growt h of our Commonweal t h; and
